This cession conveys to the United
States the said Islands and appurten‘mces
in full sovereignty, entire and unincum-
bered except as stipulated in the present
Conventlon, with all.the dominion; rights and
powers which Denmark now  possesses,
‘exercises, asserts and claims therein; it
being however understood and agreed that
the consummation. of said cession does not

import the transference to the United States

of the financial claims now held by Den-

mark against the Colonial treasuries of the .
Islands, it being agreed that these ‘claims

aré altogethel e‘itlngulshed in consequence
of the cession. And it is moreover under-
stood and agreed that - the United States
will assume and contmue to dlscharore from
the time of the cession ' the obligations
heletofore mmmbent upon ‘the “Danish
(wovernment towards the St. Thomas Float-
ing’ Dock Company and the West - India -
and Panama Telegraph Company. .
No responslblhty of any kind what-
éver is mcumbent on' the Danish  Govern--
ment, nor ‘on: the United States Govern-
ment, as to the guaranty Whlch ‘conform-
ably ‘to" the' ordinance of June 16, 1876,
the Colonial treasury of Sainte C101x has
assumed with regald ‘to ‘the payment of an
interest of five per cent per annum to the
holders  of shares of the' ,Sainte Croix
Feellessukkerkogerier“. Company limited.

Ar tlc]e II.

The aforesaid tltle oonveys to the
United States the absolute fee and owner-
shlp of all pubhc, Government or Crown
lands, “public. buildings , - ‘ports, :harbors,
fm‘mﬁcatmns, barracks; and all other public

property of every kind and description be-

longing: to~ the. Government of Denmark,
