In full consideration of the cession of
said islands in full sovereignty, entire and
unincumbered except as stipulated in the
present Convention, the United States agree
to pay, within ninety days from the date
of the exohange of ratifications of this
Conventlon, in the City of Washington to
the diplomatic representative or other agent
of His Majesty the King of Denmark, duly
authorized to receive the money, the sum
of five million dollars in gold coin of the
