His Majesty the King of the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland and
of the British Dominions beyond the Seas,
Emperor of India: the Right Honourable
Sir Hdward Grey, a Baronet of the Uni-
ted Kingdom, a Member of Parliament,
His Majesty’s Principal Secretary of State
for Foreign Affairs; and

His Majesty the King of Denmark:
Monsieur Henrik de Grevenkop-Casten-
skiold, His Chamberlain and Envoy Extra-
ordinary and Minister Plenipotentiary at
the Court of His Britannic Majesty;

Who, after having communicated to
each other their respective full powers,
found in good and due form, have agreed
as follows:
