Ariicle 5. ‘

The Contracting Parties shall enact
effective laws or regulations to limit ex-
clusively to medical and scientific purposes
the manufacture, import, sale, distribu-
tion, export and use of the substances to
which this Chapter applies. They shall co-
operate with one another to prevent the
use of these substances for any other pur-
poses.

Article 6.

The Contracting Parties shall control
all persons manufacturing, importing, sell-
ing, distributing, or exporting the sub-
stances to which this Chapter applies, as
well as the buildings in which these persons
carry on such industry or trade.

With this object, the Contracting Par-
ties shall:

(@) Confine the manufacture of
the substances referred to in Article
4 (0), (¢) and (g) to those establish-
‘ments and premises alone which have

- been licensed for the purpose.

(b) Require that all persons en-
gaged in the manufacture, import, sale,
distribution, or export of the said
substances shall obtain a licence or
permit to engage in these operations;
