Artlkel VI

Kongerlget Da.nmark bevarer Suve-
reniteten over de i de foregaaende Artikler
neevnte Forsvarsomraader. Saalenge denne
Overenskomst forbliver i Kraft, skal de
Amerikanske Forenede Staters Regering
have wudelukkende - Jurisdiktion -over et

Artikel VIL.

purpose for which they are needed shall in
each case be communicated to the Danish
authorities in Greenland as soon as prac-
ticable, and the negotiation of a formal lease
shall be undertaken within a reasonable
period of time. thereafter.

Article VI

The XKingdom of Denmark retains
sovereignty over the defense areas mentioned
in the preceding articles. So long as . this
Agreement shall. remain in force, the
Government of the United States of America
shall have exclusive jurisdiction over any
such defense area in Greenland and over
military and civilian personnel. of the
United States, and . their families, as well
as over all other persons within such areas
except Danish citizens and native Green-
landers, it being understood, however, that
the Government of the United States may
turn over to the Danish’ authorities in
Greenland for trial and punishment any
person committing an offense within a
defense area, if the Government ‘of the
United States shall decide not to exercise
jurisdiction in such case. The Danish
authorities in Greenland will take adequate
measures to insure.the prosecution and
punishment in case of conviction of all
Danish ¢itizens, native Greenlanders, and
other persons who may be turned over to
them by the authorities of the UnitedStates,
for offenses committed within the said
defense areas. :

Article VII.

It is a.greed that the Government of the y

United States of America shall have the
right to establish and maintain postal fa-

cilities and commissary. stores to be used

solely by military and civilian personnel of
the United States, and their families, mam-
