by such authorities. Fore1gn volu_nta,ry relief
.a.genmes may not engage in activity in any
area receiving relief from the Administra-
tion without the consent and unless subject
to the regulation of the Director-General.
The powers and duties of the Director-
General are subject to the limitations of
article VIL. :
