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which these institutions are founded, and
by -promoting conditions of stability and
well-being. They will seek to eliminate con-
flict in their international economic policies
and will encourage economic collaboration
between any or all of them.

Article 3

In order more effectively to achieve |

the objectives of this Treaty, the Parties,
separately and jointly, by means of con-
* tinuous and effective self-help and mutual
aid, will maintain and develop their indivi-
dual and collective capacity to resist armed
attack.
Article 4

The Parties will consult together when-
ever, in the opinion of any of them, the
territorial integrity, political independence
or security of any of the Parties is threatened.

B Article §

The Parties agree that an armed attack
against one or more of them in Europe or
North America shall be considered an attack
against them all; and consequently they agree
that, if such an armed attack occurs, each
of them, in exercise of the right of individual
or collective self-defense recognized by
Article 51 of the Charter of the United
- Nations, will assist the party or parties so
attacked by taking forthwith, individually
and in concert with the other Parties, such
action as it deems necessary, including the
use of armed force, to restore and main-
tain the security of the North Atlantic
area.

Any such armed attack and all measures
taken as a result thereof shall immediately
. be reported to the Security Council. Such
measures shall be terminated when the
Security Council has taken the measures
necessary to restore and maintain inter-
national peace and security.

Avrticle 6]
For the purpose of Article 5, an armed
attack on one or more of the Parties is
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samfundsordninger hviler pa, og ved -at
fremme almindelig stabilitet og velfwerd.

Artikel 4.

Deltagerne vil radfere sig med hver-
andre, narsomhelst nogen' af dem mener,
at nogen af deltagernes territoriale inte-
gritet, politiske uafhengighed eller sikker-
hed er truet.

Artikel 5.

Deltagerne er enige om, at et vabnet
angreb mod en eller flere af dem i Europa
eller Nordamerika. skal betragtes som et
angreb mod dem alle; og de er fglgehg
enige om, at hvis et sddant vebnet angreb
finder sted, skal hver af dem under udevelse
af retten til individuelt eller kollektivt selv-
forsvar, som er anerkendt ved artikel 51 i
