4. Nerverende traktat giver ikke nogen
ret til deltagelse i politisk aktivitet.

5. Hver' parts statsborgere, som har
fdet adgang til den anden parts omrader
med et begrenset formal for gje, har ikke
ret til at tage lonnet beskaftigelse i strid
med udtrykkelig fastsatte begrensninger,
der i henhold til lovgivningen er stillet som
vilkér for indrejsetilladelsen.

Artikel XXTI.

L. Ved udtrykket ,nationalbehandling”
forstds en ikke mindre fordelagtig behand-
ling inden for en parts omrader end den,
der inden for disse i tilsvarende tilfelde
tilstds vedkommende parts egne statsbor-
gere, selskaber, frembringelser, skibe eller
andre i betragtning kommende genstande.

2. Ved udtrykket , mestbegunstigelsesbe-
handling” forstés en ikke mindre fordelag-
tig behandling inden for en pa.rts omrader
end den, der inden for disse i tilsvarende
tilfeelde tilstds et hvilket som helst tredie
lands statsborgere, selskaber, frembringelser,
skibe eller andre i betragtning kommende
genstande,

3. Udtrykket ,selskaber” i newrverende
traktat omfatter aktieselskaber, interessent-
skaber og andre sammenslutninger, hvad
enten deres ansvar er begrenset eller ikke, og
hvad enten de drives med henblik ps ind-
vinding af gkonomisk udbytte eller ikke.
De inden for hver parts omrader i henhold
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set forth therein that such departures shall
be - conformable with a policy designed to
promote the maximum development of non-
discriminatory foreign trade and to expedite
the attainment both of a balance of pay-
ments position and of reserves of foreign
exchange which will obviate the necessity of
such departures. The most-favored-nation
provision of the present Treaty shall not.
apply to special advantages accorded by
virtue of the aforesaid agreement.

4. The present Treaty does not accord any
rights to engage in political activities.

5. Nationals of either Party admitted
into the territories of the other Party for
limited  purposes shall not en]oy rights to
engage in gainful  occupations in contra- .
vention of limitations expressly imposed,

|according to law, as a condltlon of their

admittance.

Article XXIL.

- 1. The term “national treatment”” means
treatment accorded within the territories of
a Party upon terms no less favorable than
the treatment accorded therein, in like
situations, to nationals, companies, products,
vessels or other objects, as the case may be,
of such Party.

2. The term “most-favored-nation treat-
ment” means treatment accorded within the
territories of a Party upon terms no less
favorable than the treatment accorded there-
in, in like situations, to nationals, companies,
products, vessels or other objects, as the case
may be, of any third country.

3. As used in the present Treaty, the
term ‘‘companies’ means corporations, part-
nerships, companies and other associations,
whether or not with limited lability. and
whether or not for pecuniary profit. Com- -
panies constituted under the applicable laws
and regulations within' the - territories of
