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each session of the Council. In addition, a
meeting of the Committee shall be convened
by the Chairman at the request or with the
agreement of not less than one third of t he
members.

RULE 5.

Unless the Council decides otherwise,
meeting of both the Council and of the Com-
mittee shall be held in private.

RULE 6.
Restricted Groups.
The restricted groups formed in accord-
ance with Article 8 of the Protocol shall
determine their own methods of work.

RULE 7.
Agenda.

a) Before each meeting of the Council or
of the Committee the Bureau concerned
shall draw up a provisional agenda.

b) The first item on the agenda shall be
a discussion of the measures taken by
member countries to implement the Con-
clusions of the Conference.

¢) The provisional agenda shall be made
available to all members not less than six
weeks before the date of each session of the
Council and not less than three weeks before
the date of each session of the Committee.

d) At the opening of each session any
member shall have the right to propose an
item for inclusion in the provisional agenda.
Thereafter the agenda shall be adopted by a
majority of members present.

RULE 8.
Voting.

The Resolutions agreed upon by the
Council or the Committee on matters of
procedure relating to the progress of their
work shall be adopted by a majority of the
members present, unless otherwise specially
provided.

RULE 9.
Quorum.

The Council and the Committee shall not
meet unless a minimum of two-thirds of the
members are present or represented.
