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(1) to communicate periodically to the
Agency their civilian, national or joint
programmes or estimates together with all
useful information regarding their state of
progress;

(i) to notify the Agency of their
publicly or privately sponsored projects.

(¢) The programmes and projects shail
be examined by the Steering Committee,
according to a procedure to be laid down
by it. The Steering Committee may give
its advice, in particular in the form of
recommendations, to the countries con-
cerned.

Article 5.

(a) The Agency shall, where appropriate,
promote the formation of joint undertakings
for the production and uses of nuclear energy
for peaceful purposes, endeavouring to
secure the participation of the greatest
possible number of countries.

(b) If & group of participating or associa-
ted countries declares its intention to set
up a joint undertaking, the countries con-
cerned may agree to undertake the necessary
work for this purpose among themselves
within the Organisation at their own cost,
whatever the position adopted by other
participating countries. The Working Parties
or Study Groups set up in accordance with
this paragraph shall keep the Steering Com-
mittee informed of their progress and
report to it on their conclusions.

(¢) When joint undertakings have been
established on the initiative or with the
assistance of the Agency,

(i) the Steering Committee—or a
Restricted Group of the Steering Committee
consisting of representatives of the countries
which take part in the undertaking—will
exercise the functions assigned to it by the
agreements concluded for the establishment
of the undertakings concerned;

(ii) the joint undertakings shall report
each year to the Steering Committee on the
state of their affairs and their development;

(iii) the Steering Committee shall
consider such problems of general interest
as may be raised by the operation of joint
undertakings, with a view to proposing any
necessary measures to the Governments;
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(i) at give Organisationen. periodiske
meddelelser om deres civile, nationale eller
feelles programmer eller overslag tillige med
alle nyttige oplysninger om, i hvilket om-
fang disse er realiseret;

(i) at underrette Organisationen om
deres offentligt eller privat stottede projek-
ter.

(c) Programmerne og projekterne skal
behandles af Styrelseskomiteen efter en
fremgangsméde, som denne selv fastsmtter.
Styrelseskomiteen kan give rad, navnlig i
form af henstillinger til vedkommende
lande.

Artikel 5.

(a) Organisationen skal, hvor der er
grund dertil, fremme oprettelsen af famlles
foretagender for produktion og udnyttelse
af atomenergi til fredelige formal. Den skal
herved tilstrebe at sikve deltagelsen af det
sterst mulige antal lande.

(b) Hvis en gruppe af deltagende eller
tilknyttede lande giver udtryk for sin be-
slutning om at ville oprette ot fwmlles fore-
tagende, kan disse lande beslutte at udfere
det arbejde, der er nedvendigt herfor, pa
egen. hind indenfor OEEC pa deres egen
bekostning, uanset hvilket standpunkt de
andre deltagende lande har indfaget. De
arbejdsudvalg eller studiegrupper, der er
oprettede i overensstemmelse med denne
paragraf, skal holde Styrelseskomiteen un-
derrettet om deres arbejde og afgive beret-
ning til den om deres resultater.

() Nér fewlles foretagender er blevet op-
rettet pd initiativ eller med bistand af
Organisationen,

(i) udever Styrelseskomiteen — eller
en begreenset gruppe af Styrelseskomiteen
bestidende af repremsentanter for de lande,
som tager del i foretagendet — de funktio-
ner, der er overdraget den ved de overens-
komster, der er indgdet om oprettelse af de
pageldende foretagender;

(i1) skal de felles foretagender hvert
ar afgive beretning til Styrelseskomiteen om
deres stilling og deres udvikling;

(iii) skal Styrelseskomiteen overveje
sddanne problemer af almindelig interesse,
som kan opstd ved driften af fwlles foreta~
gender med henblik p4 at foresl regeringer-
ne de ngdvendige forholdsregler;
