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view to their adoption, common rules to
serve as a basis for national laws and
regulations;

(ii) encourage the setting up between
participating countries of joint services
necessary in particular for the protection of
public health and the prevention of accidents
in the nuclear industry.

PART II

Article 12.

(a) The Steering Committee shall be
composed of representatives of all Member
Governments of the Organisation having
participated in the present Decision.

(b) The Governments of Canada and the
United States of America are invited to
associate themselves with the work of the
Agency.

Article 13,

(a) The Steering Committee shall desig-
nate each year a Chairman and Vice-
Chairmen from among its members. It
shall adopt its own Rules of Procedure.

(b) The Steering Committee may give
its advice, in. particular in the form of
recommendations, to partlclpatlng countries
on any question within its competence.

(c) Whenever it is necessary to take
decisions which are binding on Giovernments
and which exceed the special powers con-
ferred on the Steering Committee, the latter
shall submit proposals to the Council to
this end.

"~ (d) The Steering Committee shall report
annually to the Council on the execution of
its duties and on the situation and prospects
of the nuclear industry in participating
countries.

Article 14.

(a) The reports and proposals prepared
by the Steering Committee shall, when ap-
propriate, indicate the respective attitudes
adopted by its members.

(b) The decisions, opinions or recom-
mendations of the Steering Committee shall
be adopted by mutual agreement of those
of its members present and voting.

(c) However, decisions of the Steering
Committee which relate to the adoption of
the agenda, the undertaking of studies, the
establishment of Working Parties and the
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nationale love og bestemmelser, og fore-
legge dem for de deltagende lande for at
opna deres godkendelse;

(i) fremme oprettelse af sadanne
feelles organer mellem de deltagende lande,
som er ngdvendige iswmr til beskyttelse af
den offentlige sundhed og til forebyggelse
af ulykkestilfeelde i atomindustrien.

ANDEN DEL

Artikel 12.

(a) Styrelseskomiteen skal bestd af re-
preesentanter fra alle regeringer, der er
medlemmer af OEEC, og som har deltaget
i neerveerende beslutning.

(b) Canadas og Amerikas Forenede Sta-
ters regeringer indbydes til at tilslutte sig
Organisationens arbejde.

Artikel 13.

(a) Styrelseskomiteen udpeger hvert &r
en formand og neestformeend blandt sine
medlemmer. Den skal vedtage sin egen for-
retningsorden.

(b) Styrelseskomiteen kan give rad, navn-
lig i form af henstillinger til deltagende lande
om ethvert spergsmél inden for dens kom-
petence.

(c) Nar som helst det er ngdvendigt at
treeffe beslutninger, som er bindende for
regeringerne, og som overskrider den spe-
cielle myndighed, der er givet Styrelses-
komiteen, skal denne forelmegge forslag for
Réadet herom.

(d) Styrelseskomiteen afgiver hvert ar en
beretning til Radet om udferelsen af dens
opgaver og om situationen og udsigterne
for atomindustrien i de deltagende lande.

Artikel 14.

(a) De rapporter og forslag, som Styrel-
seskomiteen har udarbejdet, skal, hvor der
er grund dertil, vise de respektive stand-
punkter, dens medlemmer har indtaget.

(b) Styrelseskomiteens beslutninger, me-
ningstilkendegivelser eller henstillinger skal
vedtages enstemmigt af de af dens medlem-
mer, der er til stede og deltager i afstem-
ningen.

(c) Beslutninger af Styrelseskomiteen ved-
rgrende godkendelse af dagsorden, iveerk-
smettelse af undersegelser, nedswttelse af
arbejdsudvalg og udsendelse af spergeske-
