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submission of questionnaires to participating
countries, shall be adopted by a majority
of the members of the Steering Committee
present.

(d) Decisions which are binding on
Governments and which are taken by the
Steering Committee within the limits of the
powers conferred upon it shall commit only
those countries which have accepted them.

Article 15.

(a) The Steering Committee may set up

such Commissions and Working Parties as
it may consider necessary to assist it in the
performance of its duties and entrust them
with the execution of any task relevant to
the purpose of the Agency.

(b) Restricted bodies may be set up to
study questions or execute functions of
interest to a group of participating or as-
sociated countries, in the circumstances set
forth in Article 5 above or in a decision of
the Council. Special expenses assignable
to the work of these bodies, such as the cost
of studies or the remuneration of experts,
shall be chargeable to the countries con-
cerned.

Article 16.

(a) The Steering Committee shall perform
its duties in collaboration with the compe-
tent bodies of the Organisation.

(b) The Steering Committee shall consult
these bodies on questions which come within
their terms of reference. These bodies shall
consult the Steering Committee on all
questions relating to the production and
uses of nuclear energy for peaceful purposes.

Article 17.

(a) The Steering Committee and its
subsidiary bodies shall be assisted by the
Secretariat of the Agency, which shall form
part of the Secretariat of the Organisation.

(b) The expenses relating to the working
of the Agency shall be covered by the Budget
of the Organisation. To this end, the Steering
Committee shall prepare annual estimates
of expenses, which shall be submitted to the
Council for approval.

(c) Expenditure of the Agency which
is subject to special financial rules shall be
covered by separate budgetary provisions
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maer til de deltagende lande, kan dog treef-
fes af et flertal af de tilstedeveerende med-
lemmer af Styrelseskomiteen.

(d) Beslutninger, der er bindende for
regeringerne, og som tages af Styrelses-
komiteen inden for greenserne af den myn-
dighed, der er givet den, binder kun de
lande, der har godkendt dem.

Artikel 15.

(a) Styrelseskomiteen kan nedswtte si-
danne kommissioner og arbejdsudvalg, som
den matte finde nedvendige til at bista den
1 udferelsen af dens opgaver, og kan betro
dem udferelsen af ethvert hverv, der har
betydning for opfyldelsen af Organisationens
formal. .

(b) Der kan nedsmttes organer med be-
greenset deltagelse for at studere spergsmal
eller udfere funktioner af interesse for en
gruppe af de deltagende eller tilsluttede
lande i de tilfeelde, der er angivet i artikel 5
ovenfor eller i en rddsbeslutning. Seerlige
udgifter, der kan henferes til disse organers
arbejde sisom omkostninger til undersogel-
ser eller lon til eksperter, pahviler vedkom-
mende lande.

Artikel 16.

(a) Styrelseskomiteen skal udeve sine
pligter i samarbejde med OEEC’s kompe-
tente organer.

(b) Styrelseskomiteen skal radfere sig
med disse organer om spergsmal, som fal-
der inden for deres sagomrade. Disse orga-
ner skal radfere sig med Styrelseskomiteen
om alle spergsmél, der vedrerer fremstil-
lingen og udnyttelsen af atomenergi til frede-
lige formal.

Artikel 17,

(a) Styrelseskomiteen og dens underord-
nede organer skal bistds af Organisationens
sekretariat, som skal udgere en del af
OEECQC’s sekretariat.

(b) Udgifterne til Organisationens arbej-
de opferes p4 OEEC’s budget. Med henblik
herpd skal Styrelseskomiteen udarbejde
overslag over de arlige udgifter, som skal
forelzegges radet til godkendelse.

(¢) De af Organisationens udgifter, som
er undergivet seerlige finansielle bestemmel-
ser, skal optages i swerlige budgetposter, og
de lande, som ikke yder noget finansielt
