5. The Danish ministers asked for a statement of
the UK Government’s policy regarding the produc-
tion of pigmeat, eggs and milk. The UK ministers
replied that on eggs, milk and pigmeat it is the
Government’s objective that production should be
more economic. On the volume of the output of
eggs the Government’s policy continues to be that
less eggs should be produced, as was stated in the
White Paper Cmnd 696 of March, 1959. On milk
the UK ministers recalled that both in 1958 and
1959, at the time of the annual price reviews, the
policy had been that less milk than was then in
prospect should be produced. The Government’s
policy continues to be that producers of milk in
the UK should not in general be encouraged to
produce more milk than is required for the liquid
milk market, after allowing for a sufficient reserve
to ensure that the market is adequately supplied
throughout the year. It is also the Government’s
policy that increased consumption of liguid milk
should be encouraged. On pigmeat the Government’s
policy continues to be as stated in the 1958 and
1959 White Papers.

6. The Danish ministers also asked for an under-
taking that the removal of the UK tariff on bacon
would not be frustrated by subsidies. The UK
ministers reserved their right to determine annually
the guaranteed prices for pigs, with due regard
inter alia to changes in costs. But they agreed to
recommend that subsidy policy should not be used
in such a way as to render nugatory the oppor-
tunity given to Danish producers in the UK market
under this agreement.

7. The UK and the Danish ministers recognised
that industries in each country engaged in trade

5. De danske ministre anmodede om en udtalelse
vedrerende den britiske regerings politik med hen-
syn til produktionen af svineked, wg og mealk. De
britiske ministre svarede, at det med hensyn #il
g, maelk og svineked var regeringens mal at gere
produktionen mere pgkonomisk. Med hensyn til
storrelsen af segproduktionen var det fortsat rege-
ringens politik, at der skulle fremstilles feerre wg,
siledes som det udtaltes i Hvidbogen Cmnd nr.
696 af marts méned 1959. Med hensyn til meelk
mindede de britiske ministre om, at det ved de &rlige
prisrevisioner i 1958 og 1959 havde veret regerin-
gens politik, at meelkeproduktionen skulle formind-
skes i forhold til den forventede produktion pa
daveerende tidspunkt. Regeringens politik er fort-
sat, at malkeproducenter i Storbritannien ikke
i almindelighed ber opmuntres til at fremstille
mere melk end pikrevet for at dekke markedet
for konsummzelk, efter at der er taget hensyn til
tilvejebringelsen af en reserve, som er tilstreekkelig
til at sikre en tilfredsstillende forsyning af markedet
hele dret rundt.

6. De danske ministre anmodede endvidere om
et tilsagn om, at fjernelsen af den britiske told pd
bacon ikke ville blive gjort illusorisk gennem sub-
sidier. De britiske ministre forbeholdt sig ret til
arligh at fastssette garantipriserne for svin under
tilberlig hensyntagen bl. a. til omkostningsendrin-
ger, men de indvilgede i at anbefale, at subsidie-
politikken ikke anvendtes pé en sidan méde, at de
muligheder, som de danske producenter fik pa det
britiske marked i henhold til nwrvaerende aftale
gjordes betydningslese.
