(iv) whether the right to initiate inquiries
should be conferred on the Council.

(¢) The Council may decide to make the
provisions found necessary as a result of
the review envisaged in sub-paragraphs (a)
and (b) of this paragraph.

Article 16
Tistablishment

1. Member States recognise that restric-
tions on the establishment and operation of
economic enterprises in their territories by
nationals of other Member States should not
be applied, through accord to such nationals
of treatment which is less favourable than
that accorded to their own nationals in
such matters, in such a way as to frustrate
the benefits expected from the removal or
the absence of duties and quantitative re-
strictions on trade between Member States.

2. Member States shall not apply new
restrictions in such a way that they conflict
with the principle set out in paragraph 1
of this Article.

3. Member States shall notify to the
Council, within such period as the Council
may decide, particulars of any restrictions
which they apply in such a way that nation-
als of another Member State are accorded
in their territories less favourable treatment
in respect of the matters set out in para-
graph 1 of this Article than is accorded to
their own nationals.

4. The Council shall consider not later
than 31st December, 1964, and may con-
sider at any time thereafter, whether
further or different provisions are necessary
to give effect to the principles set out in
paragraph 1 of this Article, and may decide
to make the necessary provisions.

5. Nothing in this Article shall prevent the
adoption and enforcement by a Member
State of measures for the control of entry,
residence, activity and departure of aliens
where such measures are justified by reasons
of public order, public health or morality,
or national secunty, or for the prevention

of a serious imbalance in the social or

Artskel 16
Etablering

1. Medlemsstaterne erkender, at restrik-
tioner over for andre medlemsstaters stats-
borgeres oprettelse og drift af skonomisk
virksomhed p& deres territorier ikke bor
anvendes pd en sddan méde, at man ved
at give disse statsborgere en mindre gunstig
behandling end den, der tilstds egne stats-
borgere i sadanne forhold, modvirker op-
ndelsen af de forventede fordele ved fjer-
nelsen eller ikke-tilstedeverelsen af told
og kvantitative restriktioner i handelen
mellem medlemsstaterne.

3. Medlemsstaterne skal inden for en af
radet fastsat tidsfrist over for radet an-
melde enkeltheder i forbindelse med alle
restriktioner, som de anvender p& en sddan
méde, at der gives statsborgere i en anden
medlemsstat en mindre gunstig behandling
pé deres territorier med hensyn til de i
nerverende artikels paragraf 1 omhand-
lede forhold end den, der tilstds deres egne
statsborgere.
