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Article 29
Invisible transactions and fransfers

Member States recognise the importance
of invisible transactions and transfers for
the proper functioning of the Association.
They consider that the obligations with
regard to the freedom of such transactions
and transfers undertaken by them in other
international organisations are sufficient ab
present. The Council may decide on such
further provisions with regard to such
transactions and transfers as may prove
desirable, having due regard to the wider
international obligations of Member States.

Article 30
Eeconomic and finaneial policies

Member States recognise that the eco-
nomic and financial policies of each of them
affect the economies of other Member
States and intend to pursue those policies in
a manner which serves to promote the
objectives of the Association. They shall
periodically exchange views on all aspects
of those policies. In so doing, they shall take
into account the corresponding activities
within the Organisation for European Kco-
nomic Co-operation and other international
organisations. The Council may make re-
commendations to Member States on mat-
ters relating to those policies to the extent
necessary to ensure the attainment of the
objectives and the smooth operation of the
Association.

Article 31

General consultations and
complaints procedure

1. If any Member State considers that
any benefit conferred upon it by this Con-
vention or any objective of the Association
is being or may be frustrated and if no
satisfactory settlement is reached between
the Member States concerned, any of those
Member States may refer the matter to the
Council.

2. The Council shall promptly, by majority
vote, make arrangements for examining the

Usynlige transaktioner og overforsler

Medlemsstaterne erkender usynlige trans-
aktioners og overferslers betydning for,
at sammenslutningen kan virke pi rette
made.

Artikel 30
Den okonomiske og finansielle politik

Medlemsstaterne erkender, at den af hver
af dem forte gkonomiske og finansielle poli-
tik indvirker p4 de gvrige medlemsstaters
gkonomi, og har til hensigt at fore en politik
i s4 henseende pi en siddan méide, at det
tjener til fremme af sammenslutningens
mél. De skal regelmessigt udveksle syns-
punkter om alle sider af deres ekonomiske
og finansielle politik. De skal herunder tage
tilsvarende virksomhed inden for Den Euro-
peiske Okonomiske Samarbejdsorganisa-
tion og andre internationale organisatio-
ner i betragtning. Radet kan rette henstil-
linger til medlemsstaterne om spergsmal i
forbindelse med denne politik i det omfang,
det er ngdvendigt for at sikre opnéelsen af
sammenslutningens mal og gnidningsfrie
funktion.

Artikel 31
Almindelig radslagnings- og klageprocedure

1. Hvis en medlemsstat finder, at en
fordel, der tilkommer den i kraft af neer-
veerende konvention, eller at et af sammen-
slutningens mél modvirkes eller vil kunne
modvirkes, og opnds der ikke en tilfreds-
stillende ordning mellem de bererte med-
lemsstater, kan enhver af disse medlems-
stater indbringe sagen for ridet.
