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between them of liability for compensation.
The Technical Property Committee estab-
lished under Article VI of this Agreement
will discuss and make recommendations
to the Governments concerning such ar-
rangements.

(b) When, for the purposes of defense,
technical information is made available by
a national of one Contracting Government
to the other Government at the latter’s
request and use or disclosure is subsequently
made of that information for any purpose
whether or not for defense, the recipient
Government shall, at the owner’s request,
take such steps as may be possible under its
laws to provide prompt, just, and effective
compensation for such use or disclosure to
the extent that the owner may be entitled
thereto under such laws.

Article V.

When one Contracting Government, or
an entity or agency owned or controlled by
such Government, owns or has the right to
grant a licence to use an invention and that
invention is used by the other Government
for defense purposes, the using Government
shall be entitled to use the invention without

cost, except to the extent that there may be
llablllty to a private owner with established
interests in the invention.

Article VI.

Each Contracting Government shall de-
signate a representative to meet with the
representative of the other Contracting
Government to constitute a Technical Pro-
perty Committee. It shall be the function of
this Committee:

(2) To consider and make recommenda-
tions on such matters relating to the subject
of this Agreement as may be brought before
it by either Contracting Government.

(b) To make recommendations to the
COntlactmg Governments concermng any
question, brought to its attention by either
Government, relating to patent rights and
technical information which arises in con-
nection with the mutual defense program.

b) Nar der af en statsborger i et af de to

Artikel V.

Nér en af de kontraherende regeringer
eller et organ eller en virksomhed, der ejes
eller kontrolleres af demne regering, ejer
eller har ret til at meddele licens ps benyt-
telse af en opfindelse, og denne opfindelse

"bruges af den anden regering med forsvaret

for gje, skal den regering, der siledes gor
brug af opfindelsen, have ret til at benytte
denne uden erstatning, dog kun i det om-
fang der ikke foreligger erstatningsforplig-
telser overfor en privat, der har velerhver-
vede rettigheder over opfindelsen.

Artikel VI.

Hver af de kontraherende regeringer vil
udpege en repremsentant, der sammen med
den anden regerings reprmsentant danner en
Komité for Teknisk Ejendom. Denne komité
skal have til opgave:

a) at behandle og foretage indstillinger om
forhold, der omhandles i nervaerende over-
enskomst, og som métte blive forelagt den
af en af de kontraherende regeringer,

b) at foretage indstillinger til de kontra-
herende regeringer angéende ethvert sporgs-
mal angdende patentrettigheder og tekniske
oplysninger, som métte opstd i forbindelse
