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PROTOKOL

Ved undertegnelsen af venskabs-, han-
dels- og sefartstraktaten mellem kongeriget
Danmark og Amerikas Forenede Stater er
undertegnede befuldmegtigede, der er be-
herigt bemyndiget af deres respektive rege-
ringer, yderligere blevet enige om folgende
bestemmelser, som skal anses for en integre-
rende del al ovennevnte traktat:

1. Udtrykket ,adgang”, der anvendes i
artikel V forste stykke indbefatter bl a.
adgang til fri retshjelp og ret til fritagelse
for sikkerhedsstillelse for sagsomkostninger
og domme.

2. Bestemmelserne i artikel VI tredie
stykke, der hjemler betaling af erstatning,
angsr sivel direkte som indirekte interesser,
som hver parts statsborgere og selskaber
har i ejendom, der eksproprieres eller p4 an-
den lignende méde overtages inden for den
anden parts omrader.

3. Bestemmelserne i artikel VII forste
stykke skal ikke forstids som begrensende
Danmarks adgang til at forlange, at ud-
lendinge kun m& have beskaeftigelse i Dan-
mark, nir behorig tilladelse er givet. Lov-
givningen om meddelelse af arbejdstilladelser
skal i overensstemmelse med bestemmelser-
ne i nevnte stykke dog anvendes velvilligt.

4. Uanset bestemmelserne i artikel VII
forste stykke kan en part forlange, at sel-
skaber, der ensker at drive detailhandel
inden for dens omrader, skal oprettes i over-
ensstemmelse med artikel VIII forste stykke.

5. Udtrykket ,mineralske forekomster”,
der anvendes i artikel VII andet stykke af-
snit (b), omfatter sivel riolie som andre mi-
neraler.

6. Udtrykket ,finansiel virksomhed” i ar-
tikel VII forste stykke, og i artikel VIII forste
stykke omfatter ogsd bankvirksomhed. Ved
sédan virksomhed forstds iDanmark den virk-
somhed og alene den, derkan udeves i henhold
til og under iagttagelse af bestemmelserne i
den danske banklovgivning. Andragender om

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At the time of signing the Treaty of
Friendship, Commerce and Navigation be-
tween the United States of America and the
Kingdom of Denmark the undersigned Ple-
nipotentiaries, duly authorized by their re-
spective governments, have further agreed on
the following provisions, which shall be con-
sidered integral parts of the aforesaid Treaty:

1. The term ‘“‘access’ as used in Article V,
paragraph 1, comprehends, among other
things, access to free legal aid and right to
exemption from providing security for
costs and judgment.

2. The provisions of Article VI, paragraph
3, providing for the payment of compens-
ation shall extend to interests held directly
or indirectly by nationals and companies of
either Party in property which is taken with-
in the territories of the other Party.

3. The provisions of Article VII, para-
graph 1, shall not be construed to affect the
policy of Denmark of requiring that aliens
may not be employed in Denmark unless
the appropriate permits have been granted.
However, in keeping with the terms of that
paragraph, the regulations governing em-
ployment shall be applied in a liberal fashion.

4. Notwithstanding the provisions of
Article VII, paragraph 1, a Party may re-
quire companies desiring to engage in retail
trade, within its territories, to be organized
pursuant to Article VIII, paragraph 1.

5. The term “mineral”, as used in Article
VII, paragraph 2 (b), refers to petroleum as
well as to other mineral substances.

6. The term “financial” in Article VII,
paragraph 1, and Article VIII, paragraph 1,
includes banking activity. Such activity in
Denmark is the activity, and that alone,
which can be conducted pursuant to and
under observance of the provisions in the
Danish banking legislation. Applications
