Have agreed as follows:

Chapter I.

Entry, Residence and Expulsion.

Article 1.

Each Contracting Party shall facilitate
the entry into its territory by nationals
of the other Parties for the purpose of
temporary visits and shall perml‘u them to
travel freely within its territory except
when this would be contrary to ordre public,
national security, public health or morality.

Article 2.

Subject to the conditions set out in
Article 1 of this Convention, each Con-
tracting Party shall, to the extent permitted
by its economic and social conditions,
facilitate the prolonged :or permanent resi-
dence in its territory of nationals of the
other Parties.

Article 3.
1. Nationals of any Contracting Party

lawfully residing in the territory of another

Party may be expelled only if they endanger
national security or offend against ordre
public or morality.

2. Exceptwhere imperative considerations
of national security otherwise require, a
national of any Contracting Party who has
been so lawfully residing for more than
two years in the territory of any other
Party .shall not be expelled without first
being allowed to submit reasons against
his expulsion and to appeal to, and be
represented for the purpose before, a com-
petent authority or a person or. persons
specially designated by the competent
.authority.
