Article 13.

eral of the Council of Europe, indicating
which provisions of its municipal law
are the basis of such restrictions.. The
Secretary-General shall forward these
lists to the other Signatories;

after this Convention has entered into
force in respect of any Contracting
Party, that Party shall not introduce
any further restrictions as to the exercise
of gainful occupations by the nationals
of other Parties unless it finds itself
compelled to do so for imperative
reasons of an economic or social charac-
ter. Tt shall in ‘this event keep the
Secretary-General fully informed of the
measures taken, the relevant provisions
of municipal law and the reasons for
such measures. The Secretary-General
shall communicate this information. to
the other Parties...
