The Governments of Denmark, Hungary,
Ireland, the Netherlands, Poland, Sweden,
the United Kingdom of Great Britain and
Northern Ireland and Yugoslavia (herein-
after referred to as “the participating
countries”), faking mote of the United
Kingdom Government’s declared policy of
achieving greater stability in the United
Kingdom bacon market and their readiness
to modify to that end the support given
domestic pig production, recognising that
this policy cannot be fully effective without
the co-operation of other suppliers of bacon
to the United Kingdom market and desiring
in their joint interests, to maintain stable
prices at a level reasonable to both producers
and consumers, understand that they all
intend to act in accordance with the follow-

ing memorandum of understanding (herein-

after referred to as “this understanding”):

1. The participating countries will by
1st. January, 1964, set up a Bacon Market
Council (hereinafter referred ‘to as “the
Council”) with the constitution and proce-
dure set out in Annex I to this understanding
The Council will ‘

* (i) have the responsibilities specified in
later paragraphs of this understanding;
and: o ‘

(ii) keep the functioning of this understand-
ing under review and discuss any
question bearing on the realisation of
its objectives.

2. (a) The expression “bacon” is under-

stood to mean imports falling within

United Kingdom tariff heading 0206 (A) (4)
(a), or corresponding production within the
United Kingdom. ‘

(b) The participating countries will
use their best endeavours to ensure that
other forms of cured or preserved pigmeat,
