- what remedial action it is
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a level reasonable to both “producers and
consumers it may request the other particip-
ating countries to enter into -consultation
with- a view to joint examination of the
market situation. If this examination con-
firms that the objective is not being achieved
the participating ' countries will consider
possible and

appropriate for each to take.

Annex I

CONSTITUTION AND PROCEDURE OF
BACON MARKET COUNCIL

" 1. The Council will consist of an official

representative of the Government of each
participating country together with a Chair-
man appointed by the United Kingdom
Government. .

- 2. Official representatives may be accomp-
anied at meetings of the Council by such
‘government advisers as they- desire.

. 3. Participating countries may also ap-
point industry advisers from bodies, whether

statutory or not, which represent pig pro-

ducers or bacon curers or are otherwise
-concerned with the marketing of bacon.

4. Official representativeé may ‘be ac-

companied at meetings of the Council by
such industry advisers as they desire. The
Council will, however, if one or more parti-
cipating countries so desire in relation to a
specified item of business, meet without
industry advisers for that item.

5. Industry advisers may meet separately
‘as an Industry Panel to discuss any matter

within the competence of the Council. -

Such discussion will be reported to the
official representatives on the Council. -

6. The Council will meet as often as
necessary. Provision will be made for
‘meetings not less frequently than once a

month but a meeting’ may be dispensed

with on any occasion when all the official
representatives are prepared to record. their
views on the basis of a report from the
Industry Panel.
