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the moment when any such door is opened
for disembarkation. In the case of a forced
landing, the flight shall be deemed to con-
tinue until the competent authorities take
over the responsibility for the aircraft and
for persons and property on board.

2. This Convention shall not apply to air-
craft used in military, customs or police
services.

3. This Convention shall apply only if the
place of take-off or the place of actual
landing of the aircraft on board which the
offence is committed is situated outside the
territory of the State of registration of that
aircraft; it shall be immaterial whether the
aircraft is engaged in an international or
domestic flight.

4. In the cases mentioned in Article 5, this
Convention shall not apply if the place of
take-off and the place of actual landing of
the aircraft on board which the offence is
committed are situated within the territory
of the same State where that State is one of
those referred to in that Article.

5. Notwithstanding paragraphs 3 and 4 of
this Article, Articles 6, 7, 8 and 10 shall
apply whatever the place of take-off or the
place of actual landing of the aircraft, if the
offender or the alleged offender is found in
the territory of a State other than the State
of registration of that aircraft.

Article 4

1. Bach Contracting State shall take such
measures as may be necessary to establish
its jurisdiction over the offence and any
other act of violence against passengers or
crew committed by the alleged offender in
connection with the offence, in the following
cases:

(a) when the offence is committed on board
an aircraft registered in that State;

(b) when the airvcraft on board which the
offence is committed lands in its territory
with the alleged offender still on board;

(c) when the offence is committed on board
an aircraft leased without crew to a
lessee who has his principal place of
business or, if the lessee has no such
place of business, his permanent resi-
dence, in that State.

2. Konventionen skal ikke finde anven-
delse pa luftfartejer, der benyttes i militeer-,
told- eller polititjeneste.

3. Konventionen finder kun anvendelse,
hvis startstedet eller det faktiske landings-
sted for det luftfartej, hvori forbrydelsen er
begdet, er beliggende uden for den stat,
hvor luftfartejet er registreret; dette gwmlder
nanset om fartgjet anvendes 1 international
eller national trafik. '

4, T de tilfelde, som er omfattet af arti-
kel 5, finder konventionen ikke anvendelse,
hvis bade startstedet og det faktiske lan-
dingssted for det luftfartej, hvori forbrydel-
sen er begdet, ligger inden for samme stat,
og denne horer til de stater, der er nevnt i
artikel 5. :

5. Uanset bestemmelserne i stk. 3 og 4,
finder artiklerne 6, 7, 8 og 10 anvendelse
uden hensyn til luftfartejets startsted eller
faktiske landingssted, hvis gerningsmanden
eller den formodede gerningsmand findes i
en anden stat end den, hvor luftfartejet er
registreret.

Artikel 4

1. Enhver kontraherende stat skal treeffe
sadanne foranstaltninger, som métte vere
nedvendige for at udeve jurisdiktion over-
for forbrydelsen og enhver anden volds-
handling mod passagerer eller beswtning,
og som den formodede gerningsmand har
begaet i forbindelse med forbrydelsen, i fol-
gende tilfeelde: '
a) nér forbrydelsen er begdet ombord i et

luftfarte], der er registreret i staten;

b) nér det luftfarte], hvori forbrydelsen er
begéet, lander inden for statens omrade
med den formodede gerningsmand om-
bord;

¢) nar forbrydelsen er begéet ombord i et
luftfarte], der er udlejet uden beswetning
til en person, som har sit hovedforret-
ningssted, eller i mangel af et sddant for-
retningssted sin faste bopeel, i staten,.
