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ticle 4, paragraph 1(c), the State of nation-
ality of the detained person and, if it con-
siders it advisable, any other interested
States of the fact that such person is in
custody and of the circumstances which
warrant his detention. The State which
makes the preliminary enquiry contem-
plated in paragraph 2 of this Avticle shall
promptly report its findings to the said
States and shall indicate whether it intends
to exercise jurisdiction.

Article 7

The Contracting State in the territory of
which the alleged offender is found shall,
if it does not extradite him, be obliged,
without exception whatsoever and whether
or not the offence was committed in its ter-
ritory, to submit the case to its competent
authorities for the purpose of prosecution.

Those authorities shall take their decision
in the same manner as in the case of any
ordinary offence of a serious nature under
the law of that State.

Article 8

1. The offence shall be deemed to be in-
cluded as an extraditable offence in any
extradition treaty existing between Con-
tracting States. Contracting States under-
take to include the offence as an extra-
ditable offence in every extradition treaty
to be concluded between them.

2. If a Contracting State which makes
extradition conditional on the existence of
a treaty receives a request for extradition
from another Contracting State with which
it has no extradition treaty, it may at its
option consider this Convention as the legal
basis for extradition in respect of the of-
fence. BExtradition shall be subject to the
other conditions provided by the law of the
requested State.

3. Contracting States which do not make
extradition conditional on the existence of
a treaty shall recognize the offence as an
extraditable offence between themselves
subject to the conditions provided by the
law of the requested State.

Artikel 7

myndigheder med henblik pa strafforfelg-
ning. Disse myndigheder skal treeffe deres
afgorelse efter samme retningslinjer, som 1
henhold til statens lovgivning anvendes ved
enhver anden lovovertredelse af “alvorlig
karakter.

Ariikel 8

1. Forbrydelsen skal anses for optaget i
enhver udleveringstraktat, der bestdr mel-
lem de kontraherende stater, blandt de for-
brydelser, der kan medfere udlevering. De
kontraherende stater forpligter sig til i en-
hver udleveringstraktat, de afslutter med
hinanden, at optage forbrydelsen blandt de
forbrydelser, der kan medfere udlevering.

9. Hvis en kontraherende stat, som kun
foretager udlevering pé grundlag af en trak-
tat herom, modtager en anmodning om ud-
levering fra en anden kontraherende stat,
med hvilken den ikke har afsluttet udleve-
ringstraktat, kan den betragte denne kon-
vention som det retlige grundlag for ud-
levering i anledning af forbrydelsen. For
udleveringen gelder 1 ovrigt de bestem-
melser, der er fastsat i den anmodede stats
lovgivning. B :

3. Kontraherende stater, som ikke gor
udlevering betinget af, at der bestdr en
traktat herom, skal gensidigt anse ' for-
brydelsen som en sddan forbrydelse, der kan
medfore udlevering i overensstemmelse med
de betingelser, der er fastsat. i den an-
modede stats lovgivning.
