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in order to make passing possible, this ma-
noeuvre shall be performed by the driver of
the vehicle proceeding downhill unless it can
manifestly be more easily performed by
the driver of the vehicle proceeding uphill.
However, Contracting Parties or sub-divi-
sions therecf may prescribe for certain
vehicles or certain roads or sections of roads
special rules differing from those laid down
in this paragraph.

Article 13

Speed and distance between vehicles

1. Every driver of a vehicle shall in all
circumstances have his vehicle under con-
trol so as to be able to exercise due and
proper care and to be at all times in a posi-
tion to perform all manoeuvres required of
him. He shall, when adjusting the speed of
his vehicle, pay constant regard to the cir-
cumstances, in particular the lie of the land,
the state of the road, the condition and load
of his vehicle, the weather conditions and
the density of traffic, so as to be able to
stop his vehicle within his range of forward
vision and short of any foreseeable obstruc-
tion. He shall slow down and if necessary
stop whenever circumstances so require,
and particularly when visibility is not good.

9. No driver shall impede the normal
progress of other vehicles by travelling
abnormally slowly without proper cause.

3. The driver of a vehicle moving behind
another vehicle shall keep at a sufficient
distance from that other vehicle to avoid
collision if the vehicle in front should sud-
denly slow down or stop.

4. Outside built up areas, in order to
facilitate overtaking, drivers of vehicles or
combinations of vehicles of more than
3,600 kg (7,700 1b) permissible maximum
weight, or of more than 10 m (33 feet) over-
all length, shall, except when they are over-
taking or preparing to overtake, keep ab
such distance from power-driven vehicles
ahead of them that other vehicles over-
taking them can without danger move into
the space in front of the overtaken vehicle.
However, this provision shall not apply in
very dense traffic or in circumstances where
overtaking is prohibited. In addition:

De
kontraherende parter eller dele af disse
kan imidlertid fastsatte seerlige regler, der
er forskellige fra bestemmelserne i denne
paragraf, for visse keretojer eller visse veje
eller vejstreekninger.

Axrtikel 13
Hastighed og afstand mellem kovetojer

1. Enhver forer af et koreto] skal under
alle forhold have kontrol over sit keretj,
saledes at han er i stand til at udvise til-
berlig forsigtighed og til enhver tid udfore
de mangvrer, der kreeves af ham. Han skal
ved tilpasningen af keretojets hastighed
til stadighed tage hensyn til omstendighe-
derne, iswr terreenforholdene, vejens beskaf-
fenhed, keretojets tilstand og belastning,
vejrforholdene og trafiktestheden, séledes
at han er i stand til at standse sit kereto]
inden for den afstand, som han fremad
har udsyn over, og foran enhver paregnelig
hindring. Han skal nedseette hastigheden og
om nedvendigt standse, ndr omstendighe-
derne kraever det, og seerligh nir sigtbarheden
ikke er god.

2. Ingen forer skal hamme andre kerve-
tojers normale fremfmrd ved at kere unor-
malt langsomt uden gyldig grund.

3. Foreren af et korete], som kerer bag-
efter et andet koreto], skal holde tilstrakke-
lig afstand fra det andet koreto] for at undgd
sammenstad, safremt koretojet foran pludse-
lig nedseetter hastigheden eller standser.

4. Uden for tettere bebyggede omrader
skal forere af koretgjer cller vogntog med
en tilladt totalveegt pa over 3.500 kg (7700
1b) eller med en samlet liengde pa over 10 m
(33 feet), medmindre de overhaler eller for
bereder overhaling, for at gere overhaling
lettere holde en sadan afstand fra motor-
drevne koretejer foran dem, at andre kere-
tojer, der overhaler dem, uden fare kan
kore ind i mellemrummet foran det over-
halede koretsj. Denne bestemmelse finder
dog ikke anvendelse, hvor trafikken er
meget teet, eller i tilfwlde, hvor overhaling
er forbudt.
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
