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platforms engaged in exploration and ex-
ploitation of the sea-bed and subsoil thereof
adjacent to the coast over which the coastal
State exercises sovereign rights for the pur-
poses of exploration and exploitation of
their natural resources, the Administration

is the Government of the coastal State con-

cerned.

3. a) “Discharge”, in relation to harmful
substances or effluents containing such sub-
stances, means any release howsoever cau-
sed from a ship and includes any escape,
disposal, spilling, leaking, pumping, emit-
ting or emptying;

b) “Discharge” does not include:

(1) dumping within the meaning of the
Convention on the Prevention of Marine
Pollution by Dumping of Wastes and
Other Matter done at London on 29
December 1972; or

(i) release of harmful substances directly
arising from the exploration, exploita-
tion and associated off-shore processing
of sea-bed mineral resources; or

(iii) release of harmful substances for pur-
poses of legitimate scientific research
into pollution abatement or control.

4. “Nearest land”. The term “from the
nearest land” means from the baseline from
which the territorial sea of the territory in
question is established in accordance with
international law.

5. The term “jurisdiction” shall be inter-
preted in accordance with international law
in force at the time of application or inter-
pretation of this Annex.

Regulation 4
01l

The Contracting Parties shall as soon as
possible but not later than 1 January 1977
or on the date of entry into force of the pre-
sent Convention, whichever occurs later,
apply the provisions of Paragraphs A to D
of this Regulation on methods for the pre-
vention of pollution by oil from ships while
operating in the Baltic Sea Area.

A Definitions
For the purposes of this Regulation:
1. “Oil” means petroleum in any form in-
