Navigation of commercial Ships
Through the Entrances
to the Baltic Sea

THE CONFERENCE,

BEING AWARE of the close relation-
ship between the safety of navigation and
the prevention of pollution from ships,

BEING ALSO AWARE of the urgent
need to protect the vulnerable Baltic Sea
Area against pollution,

NOTING that the navigation of large
ships through the entrances to the Baltic
Sea, due to the risk of grounding or collision,
constitues a potential danger of pollution of
the entrances, and due to the strong sea-
current also a danger of pollution of the en-
tire Baltic Sea Area.

NOTING FURTHER that the Danish
Government considers to establish a transit
route between the Skaw and Gedser with a
minimum depth of water of 17 metres, this
being the maximum obtainable depth with-
out dredging in the area North East of
Gedser,

NOTING ALSO that the said transit
route at several places will be difficult to
navigate.

REALIZES that ship safety will be in-
proved by establishing special rules for the
navigation of deep draught ships in the
transit route in question,

TAKING NOTE of Resolution 5 adopted
by the International Conference on Marine
Pollution, London 1973,

INVITES the Inter-Governmental Mari-
time Consultative Organization to adopt a
recommendation concerning rules for navi-
gation of deep draught ships in the transit
route between the Skaw and Gedser, ‘

RECOMMENDS that such rules might
include the following:

a) ships over [40.000] tons deadweight
when passing through the transit route
should

(i) not pass the area unless they have an
underkeel clearance of at least [ ]
metres,
