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tation of development plans and pro-
jects, mncluding the study of priorities
and the formulation of specific project
proposals. :

(b) In carrying out its functions, the
Bank shall cooperate as far as possible with
national and international institutions and
with private sources supplying investment
capital.

Article II
Membership in and capital of the Bank.

Section 1. Membership.

(a) The original members of the Bank
shall be those members of the Organization
of American States which, by the date spe-
cified in Article XV, Section 1 (a), shall
accept membership in the Bank.

(b) Membership shall be open to other
members of the Organization of American
States and to Canada, Bahamas and Guyana,
at such times and in accordance with such
terms as the Bank may determine.

Nonregional countries which are members
of the International Monetary Fund, and
Switzerland, may also be admitted to the
Bank, at such times, and under such general
rules as the Board of Governors shall have
established. Such general rules may be amen-
ded only by decision of the Board of Gover-
nors by a two-thirds majority of the total num-
ber of the governors, including two-thirds of
the governors of nonregional members, re-
presenting not less than three-fourths of the
total voting power of the member countries.

Section 14. Categories of Resources.

The resources of the Bank shall consist
of the ordinary capital resources, provided
for in this article, and the inter-regional
capital resources, provided for in Article ITA,
and the resources of the Fund for Special
Operations established by Article IV (here-
inafter called the Fund).

Section 2. Authorized Ordinary Capital.

(a) The authorized ordinary capital stock .

of the Bank initially shall be in the amount
of eight hundred fifty million dollars ($
850,000,000) in terms of United States dol-

Afsnit 1. Medlemskab.

(a) Bankens oprindelige medlemmer skal
vere de medlemmer af Organisationen af
amerikanske Stater, som inden den i artikel
XV, afsnit 1 (a) anferte dato har accepteret
medlemskab af Banken.

(b) Medlemskab skal veere &bent for
andre medlemmer af Organisationen af ame-
rikanske Stater samt for Canada, Bahamag-
erne og Guyana pa sdanne tidspunkter og i
overensstemmelse med sddanne vilkdr, som
Banken matte bestemme.

Ikke-regionale lande, som er medlemmer af
Den internationale Valutafond, samt Schweiz
kan ligeledes blive medlemmer af Banken pa
sadanne tidspunkter og ifelge sddanne gene-
relle regler, som repreesentantskabet skal have
fastsat. Sidanne generelle regler kan kun zn-
dres af repreesentantskabet med to trediedeles
flertal af det samlede antal repreesentanter,
inklusive to trediedele af de ikke-regionale
medlemslandes repracsentanter, repreesente-
rende mindst tre fjerdedele af medlemslande-
nes totale stemmetal. .

Afsnit 1A, Former for kapitalmidler.

Bankens midler skal bestd af de ordinzre
kapitalmidler, som er omhandlet i denne arti-
kel, og de inter-regionale midler, som er om-
handlet i artikel II A, samt midlerne i den
ved artikel IV etablerede Fond for serlig
virksomhed (herefter kaldet Fonden).

Afsnit 2. Autoriseret ordiner kapital

(a) Bankens autoriserede ordinzre aktie-
kapital skal ved starten belebe sig til otte
hundrede og halvtreds mill. § (850.000.000 $)
beregnet som US-dellars af den pr. 1. januar
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
