Article 2
European patent

(1) Patents granted by virtue of this Con-
vention shall be called European patents.

(2) The European patent shall, in each of
the Contracting States for which it is granted,
have the effect of and be subject to the same
conditions as a national patent granted by
that State, unless otherwise provided in this
Convention.

Article 3
Territorial effect

The grant of a Ruropean patent may be
requested for one or more of the Contracting
States.

Article 4

Buropean Patent Organisation

(1) A European Patent Organisation, here-
inafter referred to as the Organisation, is
established by this Convention. It shall have
administrative and financial autonomy.

(2) The organs of the Organisation shall be:
(a) a Huropean Patent Office;
(b) an. Administrative Council.

(8) The task of the Organisation shall be
to grant European patents. This shall be
carried out by the European Patent Office
supervised by the Administrative Council.

CHAPTER 1II
The Europeon Patent Organisation

Article 5
Legal status

(1) The Organisation shall have legal per-
sonality.

(2) In each of the Contracting States, the
Organisation shall enjoy the most extensive
legal capacity accorded to legal persons un-
der the national law of that State; it may
in particular acquire or dispose of movable
and immovable property and may be a party
to legal proceedings.

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Artikel 2
EBuropawisk patent

1) Patenter meddelt i medfer af denne
konvention bensevnes europeiske patenter.

2) Det europemiske patent har i hver kon-
traherende stat, for hvilken det er meddels,
den samme virkning og er underkastet de
samme bestemmelser som et i den pagewl-
dende stat meddelt nationalt patent, for sd
vidt ikke andet er bestemt i denne konven-
tion.

Artikel 3

Artikel 4

Buropeisk Patentorganisation

1) Ved denne konvention oprettes en euro-
paisk Patentorganisation, herefter bensevnt
Organisationen. Den skal administrativt og
finansielt veere selvsteendig.

2) Organisationens organer er fglgende:
a) Den europwmiske Patentmyndighed;
b) Administrationsradet.

3) Organisationens opgave er at meddele
europziske patenter. Denne opgave vare-
tages af Den europwmiske Patentmyndighed
under Administrationsradets overvagen.

KAPITEL IT

Den europeriske Patentorganisation

Artikel 5
Retlig stilling
1) Organisationen er en juridisk person.

2) Organisationen har i hver af de kon-
traherende stater den mest vidtgdende ad-
gang til at erhverve rettigheder og indgd
forpligtelser, der i henhold til den pagesl-
dende stats nationale lovgivning tilkommer
juridiske personer; den kan iser erhverve
og athende lgsere og fast ejendom og veare
part i retssager.
