Persons entitled to apply for and obtain
European patents — Mention of the inventor

~ Article 58

Entitlement to file o
European patent application

A European patent application may be
filed by any natural or legal person, or any
body equivalent to a legal person by virtue
of the law governing it.

Article 59
Multiple applicants

A Furopean patent application may also
be filed either by joint applicants or by two
or more applicants designating different
Contracting States.

Article 60
Right to o Buropean patent

(1) The right to a European patent shall
belong to the inventor or his successor in
title. If the inventor is an employee the
right to the European patent shall be deter-
mined in accordance with the law of the
State in which the employee is mainly em-
ployed; if the State in which the employee
is mainly employed cannot be determined,
the law to be applied shall be that of the
State in which the employer has his place
of business to which the employee is at-
tached.

(2) If two or more persons have made an
invention independently of each other, the
right to the Buropean patent shall belong
to the person whose Huropean patent ap-
plication has the carliest date of filing;
however, this provision shall apply only if
this first application has been published
under Article 93 and shall only have effect
in respect of the Contracting States desig-
nated in that application as published.

Artikel 58

Reiten til at indlevere
en europeaisk patentansegning

En europwisk patentansegning kan ind-
leveres af enhver fysisk eller juridisk person
og af enhver sammenslutning, som i henhold
til den for sammenslutningen geldende lov-
givning ligestilles med en juridisk person.

Artikel 59
Flere ansogere

En europeisk patentansegning kan tillige
indleveres af anspgere i forening eller af to
eller flere anspgere, som designerer forskel-
lige kontraherende stater.

Artikel 60
Ret il europeeisk potent

1) Retten til et euroeepisk patent tilkom-
mer opfinderen eller hans retsefterfolger. Er
opfinderen arbejdstager, er lovgivningen i
den stat, i hvilken arbejdstageren har sin
hovedbeskeeftigelse bestemmende for retten
til det europeiske patent; kan det ikke fast-
slas, i hvilken stat arbejdstageren har sin
hovedbeskeftigelse, anvendes lovgivningen i
den stat, i hvilken arbejdsgiveren har den
virksomhed, til hvilken arbejdstageren er
knyttet.

2) Har to eller flere uafhwengigt af hin-
anden gjort en opfindelse, tilkommer retten
til det europeiske patent den, hvis europee-
iske patentansegning har den tidligste ind-
leveringsdag; dette gwmlder dog kun, hvis
denne forste ansggning er offentliggjort i
henhold til artikel 93 og har kun virkning
for de kontraherende stater, der er desig-
neret i den forste ansegning, séledes som
denne er offentliggjort.
