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(2) The designation of a Contracting. State
shall be subject to the payment of the des-
ignation fee.

(3) The designation of a Contracting State
may be withdrawn at any time up to’the
grant of the European patent. Withdrawal
of the designation of all the Contracting
States shall be deemed to be a withdrawal of
the European patent application.

Article 80
Daie of filing

The date of filing of a HKuropean patent
application shall be the date on which docu-
ments filed by the applicant contain:

(a) an indication that a Huropean patent is
sought;

(b) the demgnatlon of at least one Contract-
ing State;

(c) information identifying the applicant;

(d) a description and one or more claims in
one of the languages referred to.in Ar-
ticle 14, paragraphs 1 and 2, even though
the description and the claims do not
comply with the other requirements of
this Convention.

Article 81
Designation of the inventor

The European patent application shall des-
ignate the inventor. If the applicant is not
the inventor or is not the sole inventor, the
designation shall contain a statement indi-
cating the origin of the right to the Euro-
pean patent.

The European patent application shall
relate to one invention only or to a group
