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(4) The obligation to pay renewal fees
shall terminate with the payment of the
renewal fee due in respect of the year in
which the mention of the grant of the Euro-
pean, patent is published.

CHAPTER II
Priority

Article 87
Priority right

(1) A person who has duly filed in or for
any State party to the Paris Convention for
the Protection of Industrial Property, an
application for a patent or for the registra-
tion of a utility model or for a utility certi-
ficate or for an inventor’s certificate, or his
successors in title, shall enjoy, for the pur-
pose of filing a European patent application
in respect of the same invention, a right of
priority during a period of twelve months
from the date of filing of the first applica-
tion.

(2) Every filing that is equivalent to a
regular national filing under the national
law of the State where it was made or under
bilateral or multilateral agreements, includ-
ing this Convention, shall be recognised as
giving rise to a right of priority.

(3) By a regular national filing is meant
any filing that is sufficient to establish the
date on which the application was filed,
whatever may be the outcome of the appli-
cation,

(4) A subsequent application for the same
subject-matter as a previous first application
and filed in or in respect of the same State
shall be considered as the first application
for the purposes of determining priority,
provided that, at the date of filing the sub-
sequent application, the previous applica-
tion has been withdrawn, abandoned or re-
fused, without being open. to public inspec-
tion and without leaving any rights out-
standing, and has not served as a basis for
claiming a right of priority. The previous
application may not thereafter serve as a
basis for claiming a right of priority.

KAPITEL II

Prioritet

Artikel 87
Ret til prioritet

1) Enhver, som i eller for en stat, der har
tiltradt Pariserkonventionen om beskyttelse
af industriel ejendomsret, forskriftsmeessigh
har indleveret en ansegning om patent,
brugsmenster, brugsmenstercertifikat eller
opfindercertifikat, eller vedkommendes rets-
efterfolger har, for s& vidt angar indlevering
af en ansegning om europeeisk patent ps den
samme opfindelse, ret til prioritet inden for
en frist pa tolv maneder fra dagen for ind-
leveringen. af den forste ansegning.

2) Som prioritetsbegrundede anerkendes
enhver ansegning, der 1 henhold til den na-
tionale lovgivning i den stat, i hvilken an-
segningen er indleveret, eller i henhold til
bilaterale eller multilaterale overenskom-
ster, herunder denne konvention, ligestilles
med en forskriftsmeessig national ansegning.

3) Ved forskriftsmessig national anseg-
ning forstds enhver ansegning, for hvilken
en indleveringsdag kan fastslas, uanset det
senere udfald af ansegningen.

4) Som feorste ansegning, fra hvis indle-
vering prioritetsiristen lober, anses ogsd en
senere anspgning, der angir samme opfin-
delse som en tidligere forste ansogning ind-
leveret 1 eller for samme stat, forudsat, at
denne tidligere ansegning ved indleveringen
af den senere anspgning er tilbagetaget,
bortfaldet eller afsléet uden at have vearet
fremlagt til almindeligt eftersyn og uden at
danne grundlag for bestdende rettigheder,
og forudsat, at den ikke allerede har tjent
som grundlag for en begeering om prioritet.
Den tidligere ansegning kan i sa tilfeelde ikke
leengere paberdbes som - prioritetsbegrun-
dende.
