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(2) An appeal may be filed against the
decision of the Opposition Division even if
the European patent has been surrendered
or has lapsed for all the designated States.

(3) A decision which does not terminate
proceedings as regards one of the parties
can only be appealed together with the final
decision, unless the decision allows separate
appeal. , :

(4) The apportionment of costs of oppo-
sition proceedings cannot be the sole subject
of an appeal.

(5) A decision fixing the amount of costs
of opposition proceedings cannot be ap-
pealed unless the amount is in excess of that
laid down in the Rules relating to Fees.

Article 107

Persons entitled to appeal
and to be parties to appeal proceedings

Any party to proceedings adversely af-
fected by a decision may appeal. Any other

parties to the proceedings shall be parties |

to the appeal proceedings as of right.

Article 108
Time limit and form of appeal

Notice of appeal must be filed in writing
at the European Patent Office within two
‘months after the date of notification of the
‘decision appealed from. The notice shall not
be deemed to have been filed until after the
fee for appeal has been paid. Within four
months after the date of notification of the
decision, & written statement setting out the
grounds of appeal must be filed.

Article 109
Interlocutory revision

(1) If the department whose decision is
contested considers the appeal to be ad-
missible and well founded, it shall rectify
its decision. This shall not apply where the
appellant is opposed by another party to
the proceedings. :

(2) If the appeal is not allowed within one
month after receipt of the statement of
