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cate, within a period to be determined by
it, the States in which he has made appli-
cations for national patents for the whole
or part of the invention to which the Euro-
pean patent application relates, and to give
the reference numbers of the said applica-
tions.

(2) If the applicant fails to reply in due
time to an invitation under paragraph I,
the European patent application shall be
deemed to be withdrawn.

Article 125
Reference to general principles

In the absence of procedural provisions
in this Convention, the Huropean Patent
Office shall take into account the principles
of procedural law generally recognised in
the Contracting States.

Article 126
Termination of financial obligations

(1) Rights of the Organisation to the pay-
ment of a fee to the European Patent Office
shall be extinguished after four years from
the end of the calendar year in which the
fee fell due.

(2) Rights against the Organisation for the
refunding by the European Patent Office of
fees or sums of money paid in excess of a fee
shall be extinguished after four years from
the end of the calendar year in which the
right arose.

(3) The period laid down in paragraphs 1
and 2 shall be interrupted in the case covered
by paragraph 1 by a request for payment
of the fee and in the case covered by para-
graph 2 by a reasoned claim in writing. On
interruption it shall begin again immediately
and shall end at the latest six years after
the end of the year in which it originally
began, unless, in the meantime, judicial pro-
ceedings to enforce the right have begun;
in this case the period shall end at the ear-
liest one year after the judgment enters into
force.

Artikel 125
Henvisming til almene principper

I det omfang, denne konvention ikke inde-
holder bestemmelser om sagsbehandlingen,
tager Den europeiske Patentmyndighed hen-
syn til de procesretlige principper, der er
almindelig anerkendt i de kontraherende
stater.

Artikel 126
Betalingsforpligtelsers ophor

1) Organisationens krav pé betaling af en
afgift til Den europwiske Patentmyndighed
forwmldes efter fire ar fra udlebet af det ka-
lenderar, i hvilket afgiften er forfaldet.

2) Krav mod Organisationen pé tilbage-
betaling fra Den. europeiske Patentmyndig-
hed af afgifter eller af belab, der ved betaling
af en afgift er betalt for meget, formldes
efter fire ar fra udiebet af det kalenderar,
i hvilket kravet er opstdet.

3) Den i stk. 1 og 2 nwvnte frist afbrydes
i det i stk. 1 neevnte tilfmelde ved en opfor-
dring til betaling af afgiften og i det i stk. 2
nevnte tilfelde ved en skriftlig og begrundet
fremseettelse af kravet. Ved afbrydelsen be-
gyader fristen gjeblikkelig at lobe pény, og
den udlober senest seks ar ofter udlobet af
det ar, i hvilket fristen oprindeligt begyndte
at lobe, medmindre der i mellemtiden er
anlagt retssag til fuldbyrdelse af kravet; i s&
fald udleber fristen tidligst et ar efter, at
dommen har faet retskraft.
