Rule 28

Requirements of European patent applications
relating to micro-organisms

(1) If an invention concerns a microbio-
logical process or the product thereof and
involves the use of a micro-organism which
is not available to the public, the European
patent application and the resulting Euro-
pean patent shall only be regarded as dis-
closing the invention in a manner suffi-
ciently clear and complete for it to be car-
ried out by a person skilled in the art if:

(a) a culture of the micro-organism has been
deposited in a culture collection not later
than the date of filing of the application;

(b) the application as filed gives such rel-
evant mmformation as is available to the
applicant on the characteristics of the
micro-organism;

(c) the culture collection, the date when the

* culture was deposited and the file num-
" ber of the deposit are given in the
~ application.

(2) The information referred to in para-
graph 1 (c) may be submitted within a per-
iod of two months after the filing of the
application. The communication of this in-
formation shall be considered as consti-
tuting the unreserved and irrevocable con-
sent of the applicant to the culture depos-
ited being made available to the public in
accordance with this Rule.

(3) The culture deposited shall be avail-
able to any person upon request from the
date -of publication of the application. The
request shall be addressed to the culture col-
lection and shall be deemed to have been
made only if it contains:

(2) the name and address of the person
making the request;

(b) an undertaking vis-g-vis the applicant or
proprietor not to make the culture avail-
able to any other person;

(¢c) where the request is made before the
date of publication of the mention of the
grant of the patent, an undertaking wvis-
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ter ville fore til en bedre forstielse eller en
mere kortfattet fremstilling.
