CHAPTER I

Decisions and communications of the
European Patent Office

Rule 68
Form of decistons

(1) Where oral proceedings are held before
the European Patent Office, the decision
may be given orally. Subsequently the deci-
sion in writing shall be notified to the
parties.

(2) Decisions of the Furopean Patent Of-
fice which are open to appeal shall be rea-
soned and shall be accompanied by a writ-
ten communication of the possibility of
appeal. The communication shall also draw
the attention of the parties to the provisions
laid down in Articles 106 to 108, the text of
which shall be attached. The parties may
not invoke the omission of the communi-
cation.

Rule 69
Noting of loss of rights

(1) If the Buropean Patent Office notes
that the loss of any right results from the
Convention, without any decision concern-
ing the refusal of the European patent ap-
plication or the grant, revocation or mainte-
nance of the European patent, or the taking
of evidence, it shall communicate this to the
person concerned in accordance with the
provisions of Article 119.

(2) If the person concerned considers that
the finding of the European Patent Office is
inaccurate, he may, within two months af-
ter notification of the communication re-
ferred to in paragraph 1, apply for a deci-
sion on the matter by the European Patent
Office. Such decision shall be given only if
the Kuropean Patent Office does not share
the opinion of the person requesting it; oth-
erwise the Buropean Patent Office shall in-
form the person requesting the decision.

KAPITEL I

Den europeziske Patentmyndigheds
afgorelser og meddelelser

Regel 68
Afgorelsernes form

1) Finder der mundtlig forhandling sted
ved Den europwziske Patentmyndighed, kan
afgorelsen forkyndes mundtligt. Afgarelsen
skal senere udformes skriftligt og tilstilles
parterne.

2) De af Den europwmiske Patentmyndig-
heds afgorelser, som kan paklages, skal vere
begrundede og ledsaget af en skriftlig med-
delelse om adgangen til klage. Meddelelsen
skal tillige henlede parternes opmeerksom-
hed p& bestemmelserne i artiklerne 106-108,
hvis tekst skal vedfajes. Parterne kan ikke
paberdbe sig myndighedens undladelse af at
give denne meddelelse.

Regel 69
Konstatering of fortabelse af rettigheder

1) Hvis Den europwmiske Patentmyndig-
hed finder, at bestemmelserne i konventio-
nen medforer fortabelse af en rettighed,
uden at der er truffet nogen afgerelse om
afslag pa den europziske patentansegning
oller om meddelelse, ugyldigkendelse eller
opretholdelse af det europmiske patent eller
om bevisforelse, giver myndigheden den pa-
gwldende meddelelse herom i overensstem-
melse med artikel 119.

2) Hvis den pageldende er af den opfat-
telse, at Den europmiske Patentmyndigheds
konstatering er urigtig, kan han inden to
méneder efter tilstillingen af den i stk. 1
nevnte meddelelse anmode om at {4 en af-
gorelse af sporgsmalet fra Den europziske
Patentmyndighed. En sidan afgorelse vil
kun blive truffet, safremt Den europwiske
Patentmyndighed ikke deler den pagselden-
des opfattelse; i modsat fald underretter
Den europmiske Patentmyndighed den pa-
geeldende.
