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(8) A copy of any written report shall be
submitted to the parties.

(4) The parties may object to an expert.
The department of the Furopean Patent
Office concerned shall decide on the
objection.

Rule 74
Costs of taking of evidence

(1). The taking of evidence by the Euro-
pean Patent Office may be made condi-
tional upon deposit with it, by the party
who requested the evidence to be taken, of a
sum the amount of which shall be fixed by
reference to an estimate of the costs.

(2) Witnesses and experts who are sum-
moned by and appear before the Kuropean
Patent Office shall be entitled to appropri-
ate reimbursement of expenses for travel
and subsistence. An advance for these ex-
penses may be granted to them. The first
sentence shall apply to witnesses and ex-
perts who appear before the European Pat-
ent Office without being summoned by it
and are heard as witnesses or experts.

(8) Witnesses entitled to reimbursement
under paragraph 2 shall also be entitled to
appropriate compensation for loss of ear-
nings, and experts to fees for their work.
These payments shall be made to the wit-
nesses and experts after they have fulfilled
their duties or tasks.

(4) The Administrative Council shall lay
down. the details governing the implementa-
tion of the provisions of paragraphs 2 and 3.
Payment of amounts due pursuant to these
paragraphs shall be made by the European
Patent Office.

Rule 75
Conservation of evidence

(1) On request, the European Patent Of-
fice may, without delay, hear oral evidence
or conduct inspections, with a view to con-
serving evidence of facts liable to affect a
decision which it may be called upon to take
with regard to an existing Kuropean patent
application or a European patent, where
there is reason to fear that it might subse-
