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months nor more than four months; in cer-
tain special circumstances it may be up to
six months. In certain special cases, the
period may be extended upon request, pre-
sented before the expiry of such period.

Rule 85
Euxtension of time lemits

(1) If a time limit expires on a day on
which the European Patent Office is not
open for receipt of documents or on which,
for reasons other than those referred to in
paragraph 2, ordinary mail is not delivered
in the locality in which the Buropean Pat-
ent Office is located, the time limit shall
extend until the first day thereafter on
which the European Patent Office is open
for receipt of documents and on which ordi-
-nary mail is delivered.

(2) I a time limit expires on a day on
which there is a general interruption or sub-
sequent dislocation in the delivery of mail in
a Contracting State or between a Contract-
ing State and the European Patent Office,
the time limit shall extend to the first day
following the end of the period of interrup-
tion or dislocation for parties resident in the
State concerned or who have appointed
representatives with a place of business in
that State. In the case where the State
concerned is the State in which the Euro-
pean Patent Office is located, this provision
shall apply to all parties. The duration of
the abovementioned period shall be as
stated by the President of the Huropean
Patent Office.

(8) Paragraphs 1 and 2 shall apply muta-
tes mutandrs to the time limits provided for
in the Convention in the case of transactions
to be carried out with the competent au-
thority within the meaning of Article 75,
paragraph 1(b).

2 nevnte ikke udbrin-
ges pad det sted, hvor Den europemiske Pa-
tentmyndighed er beliggende, forlenges fri-
sten til den neermest folgende dag, pa hvil-
ken Den europwiske Patentmyndighed har
abent for modtagelse af dokumenter, og pa
hvilken normale postforsendelser udbringes.

2) Udlgber en frist pa en dag, pa hvilken
postudbringningen i en kontraherende stat
eller postforbindelsen mellem en kontrahe-
rende stat og Den europsiske Patentmyn-
dighed i almindelighed er afbrudt eller er
uregelmeessig som folge af en sddan afbry-
delse, forleenges fristen for parter, der har
bopzel eller smde i den pageldende stat eller
har udnwevnt en fuldmseegtiz med forret-
ningssted i den péageldende stat, til den
nermest fslgende dag efter afbrydelsens el-
ler uregelmemssighedens opher. Er den pé-
geeldende stat den, i hvilken Den europeeiske
Patentmyndighed er beliggende, gewlder
denne bestemmelse for alle parter. Varighe-
den af afbrydelsen eller uregelmesssigheden
bekendtgores i en meddelelse fra preesiden-
ten for Den europaiske Patentmyndighed.
