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DECLARATION
CONCERNING SECTION IV,
PARAGRAPH 1, OF THE PROTOCOL
ON CENTRALISATION

The Contracting States intend that the
agreement between the ‘Organisation and
the central industrial property office of any
State entrusted with tasks under Section
1V, paragraph 1, of the Protocol on Central-
isation will provide for suitable guarantees
that such tasks shall be carried out in ac-
cordance with the law and procedure es-
tablished by the Convention and that the
conclusions reached by the examiners of
that office shall be treated in the same way
as those reached by the examiners of the
European Patent Office.

Furthermore, it is intended that the
amount of work entrusted to any national
office shall be of sufficient quantity to al-
leviate to a substantial extent staffing diffi-
culties arising in that office from the intro-
duction of the Buropean system for the grant
of patents, it being understood that that of-
fice will itself take all reasonable measures
open to it to restrict such difficulties, in-
cluding the release of examiners to the
European Patent Office, and that regard
may be had to the number of nationals of
the State in question at the Huropean Pat-
ent Office.

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ERKLAERING
ANGAENDE CENTRALISERINGS-
PROTOKOLLENS AFSNIT IV, STK. 1

De kontraherende stater tilsigter, at over-
enskomsten mellem Organisationen og den
centrale myndighed for industriel ejendoms-
ret 1 en stat, som har fiet overdraget det i
centraliseringsprotokollens afsnit IV, stk. 1,
omhandlede arbejde, skal frembyde til-
straekkelig sikkerhed for, at dette arbejde
udferes i overensstemmelse med konventio-
nens materielle og formelle forskrifter, og at
de resultater, den pagwmldende myndigheds
sagsbehandlere kommer til, behandles pa
samme made som de resultater, Den euro-
peiske Patentmyndigheds sagsbehandlere
kommer til.

Det tilsigtes endvidere, at den arbejds-
meangde, som overdrages til den enkelte na-
tionale myndighed, er tilstreekkelig til i vee-
sentlig grad at lette de personalememssige
vanskeligheder, som indferelsen af det euro-
peiske system for meddelelse af patenter
medfarer for den pagwmldende myndighed;
det forudswmttes herved, at denne myndig-
hed selv trmffer alle mulige passende foran-
staltninger til at imodega disse vanskelighe-
der, herunder frigorelse af sagsbehandlere til
Den europmiske Patentmyndighed, og at
antallet af statsborgere i den pagwldende
stat, som er beskeeftiget ved Den europmiske
Patentmyndighed, vil kunne tages i betragt-
ning.
