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DECISION
ON PREPARATIONS FOR THE OPENING
OF THE EUROPEAN PATENT OFFICE

The Conference for the setting up of a
European System for the Grant of Patents,
meeting at Munich on 5 October 1973,

DESIRING to take all appropriate meas-
ures to enable the European Patent Office,
in the interests of technical and economic
development in Europe, to begin its activi-
ties as soon as possible,

HAS ADOPTED the following decision:

1. Immediately after the conclusion of
this Diplomatic Conference an Interim
Committee comprising representatives of all
the States which have signed the European
Patent Convention shall be set up; Articles
26, 27, 31, 34 and 35, paragraphs 1 and 3, of
the Convention shall apply mutatis mutandis
to this Committee. The Interim Committee
may draw up Rules of Procedure to supple-
ment these provisions. The Interim Com-
mittee shall be disbanded when the Admin-
istrative Council meets pursuant to Article
159, paragraph 1, of the Convention.

2. It shall be the duty of the Interim
Committee to take all preparatory measures
to enable the Huropean Patent Office to
begin its activities as soon as possible. For
this purpose the Interim Committee shall be
empowered to conclude provisional agree-
ments with the Government of the Federal
Republic of Germany and the Government
of the Netherlands; such agreements shall
require the subsequent approval of the
Administrative Council. The Interim Com-
mittee shall also be empowered in particular
to prepare the special agreements provided
for in the Protocol on Centralisation, the
five-year plan provided for in Section II of
that Protocol and the study provided for in
Section VI of that Protocol.

Konferencen om indferelse af et europs-
isk system for meddelelse af patenter, for-
samlet i Miinchen den 5. oktober 1973, har

I ONSKET OM at traffe alle nodvendige
foranstaltninger til at sette Den europeiske
Patentmyndighed i stand til med henblik pa
at fremme den tekniske og gkonomiske ud-
vikling i Buropa si snart som muligt at
pabegynde sin virksomhed

VEDTAGET felgende beslutning:

1. Umiddelbart efter afslutningen af
denne diplomatiske konference nedsattes en
interimskomité bestdende af reprmsentanter
for alle de stater, som har undertegnet Den
europxiske Patentkonvention; konventio-
nens artikel 26, 27, 31, 34 og 35, stk. 1 og 3,
finder tilsvarende anvendelse pa denne ko-
mité. Interimskomiteen kan fastsette en
forretningsorden, som supplerer disse be-
stemmelser. Interimskomiteen opleses, nar
Administrationsradet treeder sammen i hen-
hold til konventionens artikel 159, stk. 1.

2. Det er interimskomiteens opgave at
traffe alle forberedende foranstaltninger til
at swtte Den europewiske Patentmyndighed i
stand til s& snart som muligt at pabegynde
sin virksomhed. Med henblik herpa er inte-
rimskomiteen bemyndiget til at afslutte
forelobige overenskomster med Forbunds-
republikken Tysklands regering og Neder-
landenes regering; disse overenskomster
kreever Administrationsradets efterfolgende
godkendelse. Desuden er interimskomiteen
specielt bemyndiget til at forberede de i
centraliseringsprotokollen omhandlede seer-
lige overenskomster, den i den pagwldende
protokols afsnit II omhandlede femarsplan
samt den i den pagwldende protokols afsnit
VI omhandlede undersagelse.
