(xix) “International Bureau” means the
International Bureau of the Organization
and, as long as it subsists, the United Inter-
national Bureaux for the Protection of In-
tellectual Property (BIRPI);

(xx) “Director General” means the Direc-
tor General of the Organization and, as long
as BIRPI subsists, the Director of BIRPL

Chapter I

International Application
and International Search

Article 3
The International Application

(1) Applications for the protection of in-
ventions in any of the Contracting States
may be filed as international applications
under this Treaty. '

(2) An international application shall
contain, as specified in this Treaty and the
Regulations, a request, a description, one
or more claims, one or more drawings (where
required), and an abstract.

(3) The abstract merely serves the pur-
pose of technical information and cannot be
taken into account for any other purpose,
particularly not for the purpose of inter-
preting the scope of the protection sought.

(4) The international application shall:
(i) be in a prescribed language;

(ii) comply with the prescribed physical
requirements;

Kapitel I
