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the international publication of the inter-
national application shall be effected prompt-
ly after the expiration of 18 months from
the priority date of that application.

(b) The applicant may ask the Internatio-
nal Bureau to publish his international ap-
plication any time before the expiration of
the time limit referred to in subparagraph
(2). The International Bureau shall proceed
accordingly, as provided in the Regulations.

(3) The international search report or the
declaration referred to in Article 17(2) (a)
shall be published as prescribed in the Re-
gulations.

(4) The language and form of the inter-
national publication and other details are
governed by the Regulations.

(5) There shall be no international publi-
cation if the international application is
withdrawn or is considered withdrawn be-
fore the technical preparations for publi-
cation have been completed.

(6) If the international application con-
tains expressions or drawings which, in the
opinion of the International Bureau, are
contrary to morality or public order, or if, in
its opinion, the international application
contains disparaging statements as de-
fined in the Regulations, it may omit such
expressions, drawings, and statements, from
its publications, indicating the place and
number of words or drawings omitted, and
furnishing, upon request, individual copies
of the passages omitted.

Article 22

Copy, Translation, and Fee, to
Designated Offices

(1) The applicant shall furnish a copy of the
international application (unless the com-
munication provided for in Article 20 has
already taken place) and a translation
thereof (as prescribed), and pay the national
fee (if any), to each designated Office not
later than at the expiration of 20 months
from the priority date. Where the national

5) International offentliggerelse finder
ikke sted, safremt en international anseg-
ning tages tilbage eller anses for tilbage-
taget, forend de tekniske forberedelser til
offentliggarelsen er tilendebragt.

6) Hvis en international ansegning inde-
holder udtryk eller tegninger, der efter Det
internationale Bureaus opfattelse strider
mod seedeligheden eller offentlig orden, el-
ler hvis den efter bureauets opfattelse inde-
holder nedsattende udtalelser som nermere
bestemt i gennemforelsesforskrifterne, kan
bureauet udelade sédanne udtryk, tegninger
og udtalelser af sine offentliggerelser, idet
det angiver anbringelsen og antallet af de
udeladte ord eller tegninger og efter an-
modning stiller sarskilte kopier af de ude-
ladte passager til rddighed.

Artikel 22

Genpart, oversaitelse og
afgift til designerede myndigheder

1) Ansogeren skal indsende en genpart af
den internationale ansegning (medmindre
den i artikel 20 foreskrevne fremsendelse
allerede har fundet sted) og en oversamttelse
heraf (som foreskrevet) og betale den na-
tionale afgift (hvis en sidan er foreskrevet)
til enhver designeret myndighed senest ved
udlebet af 20 maneder fra prioritetsdagen.
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
