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sembly and in cooperation with the Ex-
ecutive Committee, make the preparations
for the revision conferences.

(b) The International Bureau may con-
sult with intergovernmental and internatio-
nal non-governmental organizations con-
cerning preparations for revision confer-
ences.

(¢} The Director General and persons des-
ignated by him shall take part, without
the right to vote, in the discussions at revi-
sion conferences.

(8) The International Bureau shall carry
out any other tasks assigned to it.

Article 56
Commuittee for Technical Cooperation

(1) The Assembly shall establish a Commit-
tee for Technical Cooperation (referred to in
this Article as “the Committee”).

(2) (a) The Assembly shall determine the
composition of the Committee and appoint
its members, with due regard to an equitable
representation of developing countries.

(b) The International Searching and Pre-
liminary Examining Authorities shall be ex
officio members of the Committee. In the
case where such an Authority is the national
Office of a Contracting State, that State
shall not be additionally represented on the
Committee. :

(¢) If the number of Contracting States
so allows, the total number of members of the
Committee shall be more than double the
number of ex officio members.

(d) The Director General shall, on his own
initiative or at the request of the Committee,
invite representatives of interested organiz-
ations to participate in discussions of inter-
est to them.

(3) The aim of the Committee shall be to
contribute, by advice and recommendations:

(i) to the constant improvement of the ser-
vices provided for under this Treaty,

(ii) to the securing, so long as there are
several International Searching Authorities
and several International Preliminary Ex-
amining Authorities, of the maximum, degree
of uniformity in their documentation and
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rektiver og i samarbejde med Eksekutiv-
komiteen revisionskonferencer.

b) Det internationale Bureau kan under
forberedelsen af' revisionskonferencer ind-
hente udtalelser fra mellemstatslige og in-
ternationale ikke-statslige organisationer.

¢) Generaldirektoren og de af ham ud-
pegede personer deltager uden stemmeret 1
forhandlingerne ved revisionskonferencerne.

8) Det internationale Bureau varetager
enhver anden opgave som overdrages bu-
reauetb.

Artikel 56
Komiteen for teknisk samarbejde

1) Forsamlingen nedsetter en komité for
teknisk samarbejde (i denne artikel bengevnt
»komiteen®),

2) a) Forsamlingen bestemmer sammen-
setningen af komiteen og udnmvner dens
medlemmer under beherig hensyntagen til,
at udviklingslandene fir en rimelig repree-
sentation.

b) De internationale nyhedsundersegen-
de myndigheder og de internationale prov-
ningsmyndigheder er fodte medlemmer af
komiteen. Safremt en sdédan myndighed er en
national myndighed i en kontraherende stat,
kan denne stat ikke have yderligere repree-
sentation 1 komiteen.

¢) Hvis antallet af kontraherende stater
tillader det, skal det samlede antal komité-
medlemmer overstige det dobbelte af antal-
let af fodte medlemmer.

d) Generaldirekteren opfordrer pa egen
foranledning eller efter anmodning fra ko-
miteen repreesentanter for bergrte organisa-
tioner til at deltage i forhandlinger af inter-
esse for dem.

3) Komiteens formal er ved radgivning og
anbefalinger at bidrage til:

i) stadig at forbedre de i denne traktat om-
handlede tjenester,

ii) s& leenge der findes flere internationale
nyhedsundersggende myndigheder og fle-
re internationale prevningsmyndigheder at
sikre den sterst mulige ensartethed i deres
dokumentmateriale og arbejdsmetoder og
