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(¢) Expenses not attributable exclusively
to the Union but also to one or more other
Unions administered by the Organization
shall be considered as expenses common to
the Unions. The share of the Union in such
common expenses shall be in proportion to
the interest the Union has in them.

(2) The budget of the Union shall be estab-
lished with due regard to the requirements
of coordination with the budgets of the
other Unions administered by the Organiz-
ation.

(3) Subject to the provisions of paragraph
(B), the budget of the Union shall be finan-
ced from. the following sources:

(i) fees and charges due for services ren-
dered by the International Bureau in rela-
tion to the Union;

(ii) sale of, or royalties on, the publica-
tions of the International Bureau concern-
ing the Union;

(iil) gifts, bequests, and subventions;

(iv) rents, interests, and other miscella-
neous income.

(4) The amounts of fees and charges due
to the International Bureau and the prices
of its publications shall be so fixed that they
should, under normal circumstances, be suf-
ficient to cover all the expenses of the Inter-
national Bureau connected with the ad-
ministration of this Treaty.

(8) (a) Should any financial year close
with a deficit, the Contracting States shall,
subject to the provisions of subparagraphs
(b) and (c), pay contributions to cover such
deficit.

(b) The amount of the contribution of
each Contracting State shall be decided by
the Assembly with due regard to the num-
ber of international applications which has
emanated from each of them in the relevant

ear.

(¢) If other means of provisionally cover-
ing any deficit or any part thereof are se-
cured, the Assembly may decide that such
deficit be carried forward and that the
Contracting States should not be asked to
pay contributions.

4) Sterrelsen af afgifter og gebyrer til Det
internationale Bureau og priserne pé dets
publikationer fastswttes siledes, at de under
normale forhold skulle veere tilstreekkelige
til at deekke alle Det internationale Bureaus
udgifter i forbindelse med administrationen
af denne traktat.

5) a) Afsluttes et regnskabsér med under-
skud, yder de kontraherende stater bidrag
til deekning af underskuddet, jir. dog neden-
for under b) og ¢).

b) Forsamlingen fastsewtter storrelsen af
hver kontraherende stats bidrag med be-
horigt hensyn til det antal internationale
ansggninger, som i det péageldende &r
hidrorer fra hver af dem.

for midlertidigt at dekke underskuddet
eller en del heraf, kan Forsamlingen be-
slutte, at underskuddet overferes til det
folgende regnskabsir, og at de kontrahe-
rende stater ikke anmodes om. at yde bidrag.
