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(2) The convocation of any revision con-
ference shall be decided by the Assembly.

(3) Any intergovernmental organization
appointed as International Searching or
Preliminary Examining Authority shall be
admitted as observer to any revision con-
ference.

(4) Articles 53(5), (9) and (11), b4, 55(4) to
(8), b6, and 57, may be amended either by
a revision conference or according to the
provisions of Article 61.

Article 61

Amendment of Ceriain Provisions
of the Treaty

(1) (a) Proposals for the amendment of
Articles 53(5), (9) and (11), 54, 55(4) to (8),
56, and 57, may be initiated by any State
member of the Assembly, by the Executive
Committee, or by the Director General.

(b) Such proposals shall be communicated
by the Director Gteneral to the Contracting
States at least six months in advance of their
consideration by the Assembly.

(2) (a) Amendments to the Articles refer-
red to in paragraph (1) shall be adopted by
the Assembly.

(b) Adoption shall require three-fourths of
the votes cast.

(3) (a) Any amendment to the Articles
referred to in paragraph (1) shall enter into
force one month after written notifications
of acceptance, effected in accordance with
their respective constitutional processes,
have been received by the Director General
from three-fourths of the States members of
the Assembly at the time it adopted the
amendment.

(b) Any amendment to the said Articles
thus accepted shall bind all the States which
are members of the Assembly at the time
the amendment enters into force, provided
that any amendment increasing the financial
obligations of the Contracting States shall
bind only those States which have notified
their acceptance of such amendment.

(¢) Any amendment accepted in accord-
ange with the provisions of subparagraph

Artikel 61

Aindring af visse

1) a) Forslag om @ndring af artikel 53,
stk. b, 9 og 11, artikel 54, artikel 55, stk. 4-8,
artikel 56 og artikel 57 kan fremsemttes af
enhver af Forsamlingens medlemsstater, af
Eksekutivkomiteen eller af generaldirekte-
ren.

b) Sadanne forslag skal af generaldirekte-
ren fremsendes til de kontraherende stater
mindst seks méneder forud for deres be-
handling i Forsamlingen.

2) a) Aindringer af de i stk. 1 nevnte
artikler skal vedtages af Forsamlingen.

b) Til vedtagelse kreeves et flertal pa tre
fjerdedele af de afgivne stemmer.

3) a) Enhver ®ndring af de i stk. 1 nwvnte
artikler treeder i kraft en méned efter, at
generaldirekteren fra tre fjerdedele af de
stater, som var medlemmer af Forsamlingen
pé tldspunktet for eendringens vedtagelse,
har modtaget skriftlig meddelelse om en-
dringens godkendelse, behorigt forfatnings-
meessigt tilvejebragt.
