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cent annual statistics published by the
International Bureau,

(iii) the national Office of the State has
received at least 10,000 applications from
nationals or residents of foreign countries
according to the most recent annual statis-
tics published by the International Bureau.

(b) For the purposes of this paragraph,
the term “applications” does not include ap-~
plications for utility models.

(2) Subject to the provisions of para-
graph (3), any State which does not be-
come party to this Treaty upon entry into
force under paragraph (1) shall become
bound by this Treaty three months after
the date on which such State has deposited
its instrument of ratification or accession.

(8) The provisions of Chapter IT and the
corresponding provisions of the Regulations
annexed to this Treaty shall become appli-
cable, however, only on the date on which
three States each of which fulfill at least one
of the three requirements specified in para-
graph (1) have become party to this Treaty
without declaring, as provided in Article
64(1), that they do not intend to be bound
by the provisions of Chapter II. That date
shall not, however, be prior to that of the
initial entry into force under paragraph (1).

Article 64
Reservations

(1) (a) Any State may declare that it shall
not be bound by the provisions of Chapter IT.

(b) States making a declaration under sub-
paragraph (a) shall not be bound by the
provisions of Chapter IT and the correspond-
ing provisions of the Regulations.

(2) (a) Any State not having made a de-
claration under paragraph (1) (a) may de-
clare that:

(i) it shall not be bound by the provisions
of Article 39(1) with respect to the furnish-
ing of a copy of the international applica-
tion and a translation thereof (as prescribed),

(ii) the obligation to delay national pro-
cessing, as provided for under Article 40,
shall not prevent publication, by or through
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arsstatistik offentliggjort af Det internatio-
nale Bureau,

iii) statens nationale myndighed har mod-
taget mindst 10.000 ansegninger fra stats-
borgere eller bosatte i fremmede lande i hen-
hold til den seneste Arsstatistik offentlig-
gjort af Det internationale Bureau.

2) Med forbehold af bestemmelserne i stk.
3 bliver enhver stat, som ikke bliver part i
denne traktat ved dens ikrafttreeden i hen-
hold til stk. 1, bundet af traktaten tre ma-
neder efter den dag, da staten har depone-
ret sit ratifikations- eller tiltreedelsesdoku-
ment.

3) Bestemmelserne i kapitel IT og de til-
svarende bestemmelser i de til traktaten
knyttede gennemforelsesforskrifter kommer
dog ferst til anvendelse fra den dag, da tre
stater, som hver opfylder mindst én af de i
stk. 1 anferte betingelser, har tiltradt trak-
taten, uden at de i henhold til artikel 64,
stk. 1, har erkleret, at de ikke onsker at
blive bundet af bestemmelserne i kapitel II.
Denne dag kan dog ikke ligge forud for
dagen for traktatens ferste ikrafttreeden i
henhold il stk. 1.

Artikel 64
Forbehold

1) a) Enhver stat kan erklere, at den ikke
gnsker at vere bundet af bestemmelserne i
kapitel II.

b) Stater, der afgiver den under a) nmvnte
erkleering, er ikke bundet af bestemmelserne
i kapitel IT og de tilsvarende bestemmelser
1 gennemforelsesforskrifterne.

2) a) Enhver stat, som ikke har afgivet
den i stk. 1, a), nevnte erklering, kan er-
kleere: .

i) at den ikke ensker at veere bundet af
bestemmelserne 1 artikel 39, stk. 1, for s&
vidt angér indsendelse af genparter af intex-
nationale ansggninger og oversmttelser heraf
(som foreskrevet),

1i) at forpligtelsen til udseettelse af natio-
nal behandling som foreskrevet i artikel 40
ikke skal veere til hinder for offentliggerelse,
