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which it can be used; the term “industry” is
to be understood in its broadest sense as in
the Paris Convention for the Protection of
Industrial Property.

(b) The manner and order specified in
paragraph (a) shall be followed except when,
because of the nature of the invention, a
different manner or a different order would
result in a better understanding and a more
economic presentation.

(c) Subject to the provisions of paragraph
(b), each of the parts referred to in para-
graph (a) shall preferably be preceded by an
appropriate heading as suggested in the Ad-
ministrative Instructions.

Rule 6
‘ The Clavms
6.1 Number and Numbering of Claims

(a) The number of the claims shall be
reasonable in consideration of the nature of
the invention claimed.

(b) If there are several claims, they shall
be numbered consecutively in arabic nu-
merals.

(¢) The method of numbering in the case
of the amendment of claims shall be gov-
erned by the Administrative Instructions.

6.2 References to Other Parts of the
International Application

(a) Claims shall not, except where ab-
solutely necessary, rely, in respect of the
technical features of the invention, on re-
ferences to the description or drawings. In
particular, they shall not rely on such refer-
ences as: “as deseribed in part ... of the
description,” or “as illustrated in figure ...
of the drawings.”

(b) Where the international application
contains drawings, the technical features
mentioned in the claims shall preferably be
followed by the reference signs relating to
such features. When used, the reference
signs shall preferably be placed between
parantheses. If inclusion of reference signs
does not particularly facilitate quicker un-
derstanding of a claim, it should not be
made. Reference signs may be removed by a
