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claim. could be considered as constituting in
themselves an invention.

13.56 Utility Models

Any designated State in which the grant
of a utility model is sought on the basis of an
international application may, instead of
Rules 13.1 to 13.4, apply in respect of the
matters regulated in those Rules the pro-
visions of its national law concerning utility
models once the processing of the inter-
national application has started in that
State, provided that the applicant shall be
allowed at least 2 months from the expira-
tion of the time limit applicable under Ar-
ticle 22 to adapt his application to the re-
quirements of the said provisions of the na-
tional law.

Rule 14
The Tronsmaittal Fee
14.1 The Transmittal Fee

(a) Any receiving Office may require that
the applicant pay a fee to it, for its own
benefit, for receiving the international ap-
plication, transmitting copies to the Inter-
national Bureau and the competent Inter-
national Searching Authority, and per-
forming all the other tasks which it must
perform in connection with the internatio-
nal application in its capacity of receiving
Office (“transmittal fee”).

(b) The amount and the due date of the
transmittal fee, if any, shall be fixed by the
receiving Office.

Rule 15
The International Fee
15.1 Basic Fee and Designation Fee

Each international application shall be
subject to the payment of a fee for the bene-
fit of the International Bureau (“internatio-
nal fee”’) consisting of

(i) a “basic fee,” and

(ii) as many “designation fees” as there
are States designated in the international

ii) et antal ,,designeringsafgifter” svarende
til det antal stater, der er designeret i den
