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Rule 17
The Priority Document

17.1 Obligation to Submit Copy of Earlier
National Application

(a) Where the priority of an earlier na-
tional application is claimed under Article 8
in the international application, a copy of
the said national application, certified by
the authority with which it was filed (“the
priority document’), shall, unless already
filed with the receiving Office, together
with the international application, be sub-
mitted by the applicant to the International
Bureau not later than 16 months after the
priority date or, in the case referred to in
Article 23(2), not later than at the time the
processing or examination is requested.

(b) If the applicant fails to comply with
the requirement under paragraph (a), any
designated State may disregard the priority
claim.

(c) The International Bureau shall record
the date on which it received the priority
document and shall notify the applicant and
the designated Offices accordingly.

17.2 Avadlability of Copies

(a) The International Bureau shall, at the
specific request of the designated Office,
promptly but not before the expiration of
the time limit fixed in Rule 17.1 (a), furnish
a copy of the priority document to that Of-
fice. No such Office shall ask the applicant
himself to furnish it with a copy, except
where it requires the furnishing of a copy of
the priority document together with a
certified translation thereof. The applicant
shall not be required to furnish a certified
translation to the designated Office before
the expiration of the applicable time limit
under Article 22.

(b) The International Bureau shall not
make copies of the priority document avail-
able to the public prior to the international
publication of the international application.

(c) Paragraphs (a) and (b) shall apply
also to any earlier international application
