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which has been made available to the public
anywhere in the world by means of written
disclosure (including drawings and other
illustrations) and which is capable of being
of assistance in determining that the claimed
invention is or is not new and that it does or
does not involve an inventive step (i. e., that
it is or is not obvious), provided that the
making available to the public occurred
prior to the international filing date.

(b) When any written disclosure refers to
an oral disclosure, use, exhibition, or other
means whereby the contents of the written
disclosure were made available to the
public, and such making available to the
public occurred on a date prior to the inter-
national filing date, the international search
report ‘shall separately mention that fact
and the date on which it occurred if the
making available to the public of the writ-
ten disclosure occurred on a date posterior
to the international filing date.

(c) Any published application or any
patent whose publication date is later but
whose filing date, or, where applicable,
claimed priority date, is earlier than the
international filing date of the international
application searched, and which would con-
stitute relevant prior art for the purposes
of Article 15(2) had it been published prior
to the international filing date, shall be
specially mentioned in the international
search report.

33.2 Fields to be Covered by the
International Search

(a) The International search shall cover
all those technical fields, and shall be caxr-
ried out on the basis of all those search files,
which may contain material pertinent to the
invention.

(b) Consequently, not only shall the art in
which the invention is classifiable be search-
ed but also analogous arts regardless of
where clagsified.

(c) The question what arts are, in any
given case, to be regarded as analogous shall
be considered in the light of what appears to
be the necessary essential function or use of
the invention and not only the specific

men hvis indleveringsdag — eller i givet fald
paberdbte prioritetsdag — ligger forud for
den neevnte internationale ansegnings inter-
nationale indleveringsdag, og som ville ud-
gore relevant kendt teknik i relation til
artikel 15, stk.

33.2 Omrdder, som skal omfattes af den
internationale nyhedsundersogelse

a) Den internationale nyhedsunderse-
gelse skal omfatte alle de tekniske omréder
og skal udferes pa grundlag af alle de doku-
menter, som matte indeholde materiale af
betydning i forhold til opfindelsen.

b) Nyhedsundersggelsen skal derfor ikke
alene omfatte den teknik, under hvilken op-
findelsen kan klassificeres, men ogsé analog
teknik uanset dennes klassifikation.
