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and the Soviet Union, respectively, for
which no abstracts in the English language
arve generally available. English abstracts
becoming generally available after the date
of entry into force of these Regulations shall
require the inclusion of the patent docu-
ments to which the abstracts refer no later
than 6 months after such abstracts become
generally available. In case of the interrup-
tion of abstracting services in English in
technical fields in which English abstracts
were formerly generally available, the As-
sembly shall take appropriate measures to
provide for the prompt restoration of such
services in the said fields.

(f) For the purposes of this Rule, applica-
tions which have only been laid open for
public inspection are not considered pub-
lished applications.

Rule 35

The.Competent International Searching
Authority

35.1 When Only One International Searching
Authority is Competent

Each receiving Office shall, in accordance
with the terms of the applicable agreement
referred to in Article 16(3) (b), inform the
International Bureau which International
Searching Authority is competent for the
searching of the international applications
filed with it, and the International Bureau
shall promptly publish such information.

35.2 When Several International Searching
Authorities are Competent

(a) Any receiving Office may, in accord-
ance with the terms of the applicable agree-
ment referred to in Article 16(3) (b), specify
several International Searching Authorities:

(i).’by declaring all of them competent for
any international application filed with it,
and leaving the choice to the applicant, or

Regel 35

Den kompetente internationale

35.1 Nar kun én international nyhedsunder-
sogende myndighed er kompetent

Enhver modtagende myndighed skal i
overensstemmelse med bestemmelserne i
den i artikel 16, stk. 3, b), nevnte overens-
komst, der kommer til anvendelse, meddele
Det internationale Bureau, under hvilken
international nyhedsunderssgende myndig-
hed nyhedsundersggelse af internationale
ansggninger indleveret til den pagemldende
myndighed henherer. Det internationale
Bureau offentligger uden ophold denne
meddelelse.

35.2 Nar flere internationale nyheds-
undersogende myndigheder er kompetente

a) Enhver modtagende myndighed kan i
overensstemmelse med bestemmelserne i
den i artikel 16, stk. 3, b), nevnte over-
enskomst, der kommer til anvendelse, an-
give flere internationale nyhedsunderse-
gende myndigheder:

i) ved at erklwre, at de alle er kompe-
tente med hensyn til alle internationale
ansegninger, som indleveres til den pagel-
dende myndighed, og overlade valget til
anspgeren, eller
